The possibilities of the develop- 
1 ment of this enormous water 
po*er are very great. Not only 
wiil there be sufficient electric 
energy produced for manufacture 
of the ferro-manganeso but also 
for operating proposed pulp and 
paper mills amt saw mills, while it 
is altogether in the range of possi­
bility that the trains of 1. G'. It.- 
Railway, now under construction 
from Ciiinpbellton to tl.eSt. John 
River, will lie operated by elect­
ricity developed at Grand Falls, 
it is learned that negotiations 
to this end ate already in progress.

The electricity can also be con­
veyed down the valley of the St. 
John and utilized for lighting and 
manufacturing even as far as this 
city.
