Last Evening.

Conclusion of the Anniversary) of 
Firs. Church.

Large Crowd Enjoyed the Tea 
and the Lecture.

First Methodist Church concluded its 
anniversary services last evening with 
probably the most successful tea in the 
history of the church, followed by a lec­
ture by Dr. Sam Small. The Ladies’ Aid 
Society had made abundant provision to 
entertain their guests at the tea. The 
large school room was arranged to seat 
450 people at one time. The long tables 
were" artistically decorated and furnish­
ed with fine dishes, cutlerj' and glass­
ware.

It was 8.10 o’clock before the 900 peo­
ple had all been fed and sent into the 
church happy, to hear Dr. Small and 
some very excellent music by the choir, 
under the leadership of XX ilfrid Oaten.

Before introducing the speaker. Rev. 
E. B. Lanceley said lie had a proposi­
tion to make, it was to the effect that 
if the vision of the men was not ob­
structed they would be able to see pro­
perly. There were a good many widows 
(merry widows) present. XVitli such a 
gathering it was almost impossible for 
the married men, not considering the 
bachelors, to steer clear of the broad- 
brimmed “merries.”

Theodore ef Bavaria Belonged to

Bayreuth, Bavaria, Nov. 30.—Duke 
Karl Thedore of Bavaria died to-day 
from kidney trouble. Duke Karl never 
figured prominently in military or polit­
ical affairs, but studied medicine and be­
came a famous eye specialist.

One of his sisters, the Empress of Aus­
tria. was murdered in Geneva. Another 
sister married the Duke of Aleneon, and 
was burned to death in the Paris charity 
bazaar fire.
