CITY ELECTRICIAN'S REPORT.

The report of the city electrician,
A. W. Ormsley, for the month of No-
vember lias just been handed in to
the Commissioners. There have been
163 applications for incandeéscent ser-
vice, two for power service and 13
for wiring permits.

In incandescent lighting there wero
163 services connected; representing
1,415 sixteen candle power lamps and
67 serviees represénting 554 candle
power diseonnected, making an in-
crease of 96 services.

In power service there were two
connections representing 18 horse-
power, and two disconnections repre-
senting six horsepower, giving an in-
crease of six horsepower.

Peck and Eraneis the contrac-
tors for thie waterworks éxtension in the
west end; where a team of J. H. MeKin-
ley’s, Windsor Livery Stable, was killed
some time ago, tiscaim all responsibility
for the six-hundred dollars damages ask-
ed by the owner of the team. They have
paced the leter of the eity in which they
are asked to pay damages in the hands
of Robertsen & Dickson. The latter
have written stating that their clients
“deny all liability to the city or to any
other person in consequence of the acei-
c'lent so the city may take such action as
it may bo advised.” The city solicitoy is
of the opinion that comtractors Peck &
Francis will have to pay the damages in
view, of a section' of the streets bylaw,
No. 193, in which all persons digging
trenches on the streets are required to
protect them sufficiently.

IN DISTRICT GOURT.

The deferice claimed the hotel was
bought along with. the insurance, but
the evidence showed that this was
not in- accordance with the wording
of the agreement,

Judgment was given to the plaintiff
for $72.30, this being the amount of
the insurance premium less the taxes
due ¥p to the time of sale for which
the plaintiff was eld accountable.

ROSS RIFLE SUCCESSFUL.

Ross Rifle Compahny, of Ottawa, ar-
rived in the city Wednesday ‘night on
a business’'trip ant is staying at the
Alberta hotel.

He is one of thie Best shots in the
Dominion  and 'has "fepresented Can-
ada at Bestey iide times during the
past twelve years!™ He' is the origina-
‘tor of the-famous" Mortimer positien
for rifle shooting which caused so
much discussion ift rifle circles in tha
old country this/year. Lieutenant
Spittal, who addpted this style of
shooting in the King’s prize noted at
Bisley was disqualified by the range
officer on the gréund that he was not
shooting from a fajr position. Since
then, this' position in rifle shooting
has- been justified,

Lieutenant Morf{imer considere the
position the best possible, Instead
of resting the elbows on the ground
and supporting the rifle, ‘the Morti-
mer positipn is  lying flat on the
ground with the weight of the body
on the chest and with the butt of the
vifle about half an inch from  the
ground.  The left arm rests on the
ground with the hand hupporting the
muzzle of the rifle: Lieut. Mortimer
iclaims that in this way the marks-
'iman: has greater control of his rifle,
is less exposed in actwal warfare, and
a shot fired in-this position increases
the danger zone by not rising so high
from the ground.

Licutenant Mortimer is very en-
thusiastic «over the Ross rifle and
thinks it is much superior to the Lee-
Enfield wused by -the British govern-
ment. Ross Mark 3has been very
sugcessiul and has proved satisfacto-
ry in a large number of championship
{ matches throughout Canada.

Mr. Mo-
rel came out to this country from Bél-
gium ecighteen years ago, the same
vear as Joseph Hostyn. He is a
builder and centractor, and has been
engaged for some time on the con-

{ing. He has made two other trips
back to Belgium on the same mission
{as that which takes him now, and s
well aware of the difficulties with

Farmers. Are: Feeling Effects of. Good
Season—Interest on Loans. Has
Been Very Well Met For Some
Time- Past, and Principal, Pay.
ments. Are Fair—Loan Company
Satisfied.

Winnipeg, Dee. 15.—It is not to be
doubted that the production of a huge
grain crop in the west this season has
had a most favorable effect upon: the
country as a whole, but it is not so
easy to show that the results to the
individual have been similarly bene-
ficial. The process of reaction from
lack of confidence and financial de-
pression has® not yet completed its
course, and until it ceases there will
be some weak spots in the situation.
At no time in the history of the coun-
try have the weak spots been entive-
ly absent.  There is necessarily a
greater amount of progress and, de-
velopment in some quarters than in
others, and uniform prosperity is not
to be expected. The general desire s
to proteet the struggling communi-
ties until they reach a stage where
they may depend on themselves. It
is this protection and dependence
that furnishes the danger in a time
of hazardous speculation, As long as
there is a decided tendency towards
commercial stability and' improved
trade there is no reason to fear any
trouble. The outposts of the indus-
trial system will feel the influence
of better times before long, and when
that stage is reached the whole fabric
will have been immensely strength:
ened.

How The Farmer Fares.
The comforts of the farmer may be
taken as a standard by which to
judge the real conditions of life in!
the prairie provinces. There was a
period in . the history of the west
when the farmer was a sort of her-
mit, through necessity, of course,
rather than choice. With the in-
crease and extention of settlement
this position has been ameliorated to
some extent, and the sparse settle-
ments are now largely confined to the
new districts. An enormous influx of
pepulation, greater than this conti-
nent has yet knewn, would be 1e-
quired to bring about conditions with
respect to the farming population
which would be in any way similar to
those prevailing in other parts of the
Dominion. The sugcess which has at-
tended farming on a large scale pre-
cludes the likelihood of small farms
being used for grain-growing, and so
long as the individual holdings are
extensive the population in each
township is certain to be small.

To Establish a Home.

The ideal of the farmer is to make
his own ©position sécure from the
standpoint of ways and means, and
after that to arrange for a moderate
amount of enjoyment in his own
home, He realizes the fact that his
familg and himeelt are separated byva
long ‘slance from the luxuries which
help to'make life in a city worth liv:
ing, and he is content té do without
them : But he insists on having a few
of the things-which mean comfort and
satisfaction in the home. It is well
enough to build a good house, and to
have suitable premises for the care of|
stock or the protection of grain. But|
there are higher and better considera-|
tions. Materialism has its limits|
even on ‘a western farm. If there is
any musical talent in the household
a piano will be a necessary addition
to the furniture. If the talent be of
the undeveloped sert there may be a
demand for a piano-player or a gram-
ophone. The organ is not as popu-
lar as in the early days. Some form
of amusement or entertainment must
be provided, and any mechanical con-
trivances necessary to that end must
be obtained. In a time of adversity,
such as has been known in certain
parts of the west during the past
couple of years, the slackening in the
demand for musical instruments is
one of the sure indieations of an un-
willingness to spend money. Pianos
are a laxary on the farm, as dia-
monds are in other and more extrav-
agant communities, and when the
crop is ehort very little is heard of
sales and inquiries, The colections
department is apt to be the most act-
ive branch of the trade at that time,
and sometimes the sheriff and bailiffs
also take an official interest in devel-
opments.

Activity in Piano Trade.

The fact that the piano business in
the west has been decidedly active
during the past three months ‘slmws
that there is very little depression in
agricultural circles. Some dealers
say that the principal drawback is
the inability to secure pianos as fast
as they are required. Instances are
known of farmers having taken in-
struments for cash, and the raising of
the $400 or $5600 for the purchase
seems to have been a smaller matter
for concern tham the problem of
transporting the instrument in safety
to the farm. The situation in this re-
spect is infirditely better than at any
other timo in the past eouple of
years, and there are indications that
it will continue to improve for an in-
definite period. Orders are accumu-
lating and the volume of business ap-
pears to be growing at a rate which
will mean activity for, the eastern
piano manufacturers for. a long time
{0 come.

The Private Schools.

Another test of the conditions of
trade, as reflected in the position of
the farmer, is to be found in the ex-
perience of the private educational in-
stitutions. The attendance at ladies’
colleges and business colleges in the
larger centres gives a clue to what 1s
oing on in the outlying districts.
he farmer’s lot, however, has com-
paratively little direct relation with
this type of development. The con-
stituency of these institutions is prac-
tically confined to the cities and
towns, and it is from the population
of these that the pupils are drawn.
The schools are doing well now, and
are encouraged to look for even more
satisfactory results in the near future.
Time will be required to distribute
the benefits of a large crop, and pri-
vate educational institutions will be
one of ‘the last among the various;
