The text was tie mtch quoted twen-
iietlr verse of the third chapter of Re-
velation: “Behold I stand at the door,
an®"knock; if any man hear my voice
I will come in to him and sup with
him, and he with me.”” In the light
of Mr. Booth’s stirring utterances the
purport of the words was brought
strengly home to his many hearers.
The words of the text, he declared,
ccnstituted the most astounding de-
claration in the Book of Books. To
w:Hat extent they applied to the people
of Edmonton he could not say, buf as
regards many of those who belotiged
to churcheés and professed to be Chris-
tians in other cities, they were omly
too true. God was allowed to stand
outside the door of their hearts, plead-
ing to enter.

Mr. Booth divided his sermon into
three pants: the marvel, the method,
and the mandate of a pleading God.
The plea in thé text, he said, was that
of omnipotence pleading with insigni-
ficance and onmniscience pleadinag with
ignorance.  The thought was not of
an Almighty and all knowing God
stcoping to plead with men in their
helplessness and littleness. The Evan-
gelist closed with a strong appeal for
men to give God a place in their
hearts.

Governing Inland Boundary Waters

Ottawa, Dec. 9—After spending a

couple of hours in disgussing a num-
ber of comparatively unimportant
matters, the House of Commons went
into committee. of supply, for the first
time this &esgsion on. Friday afternoen
and veoted a considerable portion of
the estimates for civil government be-
fore adjourning.

E. N. Lewis (Cons.) West Hiirod, in-
troduced. a_couple of bills, which fail-
ed to pass last session. One makes a
hunter who shoots & man in mistake
for, a deer guilty of the crime of
manslaughter; the other seeks to pro-
vide that. all vessels on the Great
Lakes over a certain size must be
equipped with wireless telegraphy.
Houghton Lennox (Cons.) S. Sim-
coe, on a guestion of. privilegt, called
ittention te the fact that Heom. Mr.
Pugsley in the House the other day
stated that he hag never attended
a meeting of:the public accounts com-
mittee in 1908 at which a row had
oecurred over the sub-target gun ac-
counts. He read from official and
newspaper reports to show that the
Minister had been there and had ob-
structed’ the proceedings.

Met To Comsider Dredging.

Mr Pugsley said that when he rade
the statement; he believed: it to be
true, because he never attended the
committee execept  when matters af-
fecting his own department were being
discussed. In this case, the commit-
tee met. to consider dredging and he
had remained throughout the sitting
but had forgotten the circumstances.
He denied that he had been guiity of
obstructive tactics.
E. N, Lewis objected to the new
militia department regulations which
provide that no one can enter the de-
partment unléss provided with. either
a permanent or temporary pass.

In committee of supply a discussion
was initiated by Major Sam Sharpe,
regarding the right of a deputy min-
ister to do outside work. He asked
why it was that the deputy minister
of justice was enabled to take outside
law practice.
Had Taken Only a Few. Cases.
Hon. A. B. Aylesworth sai@ he had
not made it his busimess to inquire,
but he had noticed only-two eor three
instances since he became minister,
of Mr. Newcombe taking outside cases.
These were before the Supreme Court
and ‘they had not in the least inter-
fered with his usefulness to the Gov-
ernment. Major Sharpe said Mr.
Newcombe wag frequently called upon
to make reports on cases in which the
Gevernment was- concerned. It was
obviously improper, if the deputy
minister had previously acter as
counsel for-a man who later on had
a dispute with the Government, that
he should be called upon to pass upon
the claim for the Government.

Major Sharpe pointed out that Mr.
Newcombe last summer had acter for
the Bank of Montreal before the Privy
Council. The Bank of Montreal had
large transactions witk the Govern-
ment and might easily. F'ave large djs-
putes

Mr. Aylesworth said this was a dis-
pute between the Bank of Montreal
and the liquidators of the Ontario
Bank. The Government was not con-
cerned, 3

Mr. Poster argued that no man
could serve two ‘masters.

THREE POISONEP BY BEER.

Georze Black, Vancouver Tea Mer-
“hant, Succumbs—Other Two Re-~
covyer.

Vancouver, Dec. 11.—Three persons
were peoisoned, one fatally, while
partaking of a meal at an early hour
this morning, George Black, a tea
and coffee merchant in this city for
the past’ year, dying within - an- hour
aftér the meal. ' He dropped to th
"#éor in the presence of the other two,
Mr, Wolton, proprietor .of a paol
toom, and Miss Birdie Gordon, who is
in the employ of the latter. They
sank to the floor while about.to sum-
mon medical aid for Black. He died
befdre .the physician arrived.  The
others are now out of danger.

The three had met in Mr. Wolton'’s
apartments ‘at a late hour Saturday
night-and had just partaken’of the
meal When all threge ‘wefre stricken.
The coroner will ¢pdeavor to ascer-
taifi‘at the inquest tomorrow to trace
the poison. It is pposed to have
beenl in.the beer, which was a partion
of the meal. Black came from
Seattle, where his wife {s now on a
visit, while a sbm, aged 17, resides
here,

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CONDITION OF LIVE STOCK.

Report of Census Office. Shows
creases in Western Provinces.

Ottawa, Dec. 9—The report on the
condition of live stock in Canada at
the end of November, issued today by
the Census Office, gives statistics
skowing for the provinces.the per cent

In-

number compared with a year ago
dnd their eondition as compared with
a standard condition. For the whole
of (Canada, there is an increase of
3.31 per cent. in the number of horses,
of 1.13 in the number of mil¢h cows;
of 211 in the number of swine and of
8.02 in the number of poultry. The
number of,shéeep has
1.55. per cent. in the year and the
number of live stock, other than milch
ccws, by 2.20 per cent.’

The provinces which show the
jargest gain per cent. in numbers are
Saskatchewan and Alberta. Saskatch-
ewan made a gain of 12.53 per cent.
in horses; of 4.09 in milech cows; of
€.03 in otlier horned . cattle; of 4.26 in
sheep and of 21.38 in poultry, but the
number of swine hag fallen off by 5.39
per cent.

In -Alberta, the gain- has been 3.59
per cent. in horses; of 105 in muilch
cowsg; of 13.10 in sheep; of 6.64 in
swine and of 2290 in poultry, while
the number of horned - cattle,
than milch cows, has decreased by
6.12 per cent.

Manitoba shows the; gain in the
number of. horned cattle, oth>r than
cows, to be 5.80 per cent., but all oth=
er animals are less than last year,
ranging from 0.45 for poultry to 1,83
for milch cows.

By standard, the condition of live
stock is in a healthy and thritfy state
and taking this condition, as repre-
sented by 100, it is this year a frac-
tion over for horses, milch cows and
‘pecultry and a little under for sheep,
swine and horned cattle other than
COWS.

In Ontavio, the condition of all ani-
mals exceedéd the standard except for
skeep, which are of .05 per ceat. be-
lcw and in Manitoba, where it falls
telow by 4:46 per cent. for milch
«€ows, by 13.20 for other hornel cattla
ond by 8.36 for swine.

DEVASTATING STORMS
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CORPS MUTINEED

Second Revolt of Marine Battalion
Suppressed—Heavy Casualties—
All Day Ssturday Land Batteries |
Bonibard Rebels on Island.

Rio Janeiro, Dec. 11—A serious re-
volt occurred among the soldiers of
the Marine corps quartered in the
fcriress on Cobra island Friday night.
They captured their officers and sent
them to the mainland. The sccut
ship Rio Grande do Sul joined in th2
rising, but the mutincus sailors were
finally subdued by their officers and 2,
pcrtion of local garrison that remain-
ed faithful.

At half pdast five o'clock in
merning, the guns of the Jand bat-
teries were trained on the island,
which lies in the bay of Rio Janeiro,
only a short distance from the city
and opposite the marine arsenal A
heavy fire was opened against the re-
bels and this continued without cessa-
tion for five hours.

Then a white flag appeared and it
was believed that the rebels were
ready to surrender, but they asked
only for an armistice, probably for
the purpose of removing the dead and
injured. The bombardment of the 1s-
land ceased for an hour, being renew-
ed at 11 o’clock.

Island a Good Target.

The land batteries and the two loyal
warships took part in the bombard-
ent and the artillery duel continu>d
until 3 o'clock. The island proved a
gcod target for the batteries and it
replied with a vigorous fire empl)ying
ccnsideral shrapnel.

Madrid, Dec. L1.—Spain has been
visited. by a second cyclone even more
severe than that:'which swept over
the western portion of the country a
few days ago. Many _people have
been killed or idjured and the low-
lying districts are flooded everywhere.
The .lower part of Seville is submerg-
ed and it is feared that the entire city
will be under water shortly, A rail-
way bridge at Alcala has been des-
troyed and numerous villages in that
regifon are im a critical situation.
Railyays have been washed away . at
Cacares, Anjuza, Castillo, Castileja
and Malaga. Two trains were de-
railed today at Palencia and several
bodies have .been observed floating
down the river at Valladelid. Tele-
graphic communijcation with the pro-
vinces is almost - entirely suspended.
Reports have reached here of ship-
wrecks. along the coast.

Two land ‘*batteries, two warships
and several destroyers took part in the
bombardment of the island yesterday
and twice during the engagement an
armistice’ was allowed for the re-
moval of ‘the Jead and wounded. Fir-
ing ceased entirely later in the even-
vz, but no actual surrender of the
rcbels occurred, the commanders of
ti%e Government ferces deeming it
wise to awnit the coming of day. TIhe
Cestroyers, however, -were stationed
within easy range of the island so as
to prevent any attempt by the mutin-!
cers to eseape. Towards midnizght
several ‘boats put out and men could
be seen swimming, evidently with *he
intention of reaching the mainland.
The destroyers bore dewn on them'
and made them prisoners.

antee that their efforts to land in Can-
ada after an expenditure of time and
money will not prove .fruitiess.”

Dr. Bryce says it is interesting to
ncte that steamship companies trading
frcm United States ports to Prince
Rupert cause all Prince Rupert pas-
senzers to be examined by medical
officers before selling them trans-
portation, thereby lessening the cost
of carrying back reiected persons.
The total number of deportations dur-
inz the year for medical reasons was
212, as compared with 464 in the
previous year.
