Peace Talk.
Two messages reach us 
to-day of which the one, 
read between „ the lines, 
is a conclusive answer to 

the other. One is a summary of an 
article by the Berliner Tageblatt, in­
spired of course, putting out another 
of the familiar peace feelers. The 
time has come to talk in a business 
manner of peace : why not talk about 
it? Germany will give up occupied 
France and Belgium, but the autonomy 
(sic) of Poland must stand—Germany 
must retain her hold on the east. And 
so on and so on. The other message 
is the momentous but not unexpected 
announcement that Asquith's resig­
nation has been tendered and accept­
ed. It is not suggesting that Mr. As­
quith has ever stood for peace at this 
or any previous time to say that this 
'is an answer to the Berlin paper, for 
no one has more clearly or emphati­
cally spoken to the contrary than he 
has; but the fact is undeniable that 
he has been ousted by a party that 
wishes to carry on the war more vig­
orously, that will not entertain the 
notion of peace for one moment and 
that has the great weight of national 
feeling behind it in these respects.

With the cessation perforce of ac­
tive hostilities in a few weeks under 
the hand of winter, we shall be certain 
to hear talk of peace on every side, 
since nothing can be plainer than that 
all Sides desire it. Inspired by this 
knowledge and by the sense that Am­
erica could and should from this on 
play the role of mediator with effect,

many prominent Americans are active­
ly interesting and exerting themselves 
in this direction, and for some time 
a lively discussion of the subject has 
been proceeding in some of their lead­
ing journals. If both sides desire 
peace, the basis of their argument is, 
surely a way can be found to achieve 
it, and not à few able expositions of 
peace terms and conditions have been 
published from American pens. But 
the incompatibility of the terms and 
conditions that will be acceptable to 
either side is acknowledged, so that 
all suggestions are tentative and, 
from the Allies’ point of view, most 
temperate and friendly.

Lately a League to Enforce Peace, 
projected by ex-President Taft, has 
claimed much attention and received 
the sympathetiç moral support both 
of the Allies and of Germany. It aims 
at an after-war- organization of na­
tions which will make impossible a 
recurrence of the present tragedy or 
anything similar, but it has now re­
ceived an impulse towards immediate 
interference and usefulness. Jacob 
Schiff, a prominent member, states 
that it is the duty of America to move 
for peace now and opposes the view of 
James M. Beck, perhaps the ablest 
and most energetic friend of the Al­
lies in the States, that such a course 
would be unavailing and harmful to 
our cause. There is little chance of 
its having any effect, however. A host 
of British statesmen, to consider Bri­
tain alone, have said so, and recently 
Lord Sydenham indicated one aspect 
of the whole question which the Allies 
regard steadily and which America, 
in her detached and coldly reasoning 
manner, has failed to see clearly. This 
is the view that Germany must not 
merely be made innocuous in the fu­
ture but must be punished for her 
crimes in the past. It amounts to im­
porting into international affairs a 
principle hitherto mostly foreign to it 
but the essence of private criminal 
law. He says, “Vindictiveness would 
be unworthy of great nations and

there is no desire that Germany 
should be crushed, but it there is no 
punishment, the whole standard of in­
ternational morality will be lowered. 
The Allies would fail in their duty to 
manhood, and to the memory of their 
gallant dead, it justice is not meted 
out to any sacrifice.”

Commenting on these statements, 
the New York Times says, “The pen­
alties of the law sometimes are classi­
fied as merely deterrent, as punitive, 
and as exemplary .'...........But the pre­
vailing idea in England is evidently 
that the punishment inflicted upon 
Germany should in some sense include 
the entire triple classification.” This 
is not exactly the classification usual­
ly accepted by jurists, but it is recog­
nised in all civilised communities that 
detestation and horror of a cold-blood­
ed murderer is a very proper feeling 
and even when other considerations 
are lacking will usually justify his 
hanging. For deterrent, however, it 
would be better to put preventive, for 
the deterrent idea of punishment re­
gards mostly the influence of its spect­
acle upon other criminals, and that is 
not apposite here. The Allies desire 
to punish Germany, and small blame 
to them, but they desire it in order to 
prevent a repetition of her crimes. 
The same paper reaches the conclu­
sion, plain to the Allies from the be­
ginning, that the real overtures for 
peace must come from Germany and 
the German people, and the Allies see 
far more clearly than America does 
how difficult but how necessary it is to 
bring this about. Not the German 
states alone, but Austria, Bulgaria 
and Turkey must be freed from their 
vassalage to Prussia. They must free 
themselves. They must be made to 
see the idol that they have uncon­
sciously or compulsorily worshipped, 
and they must see it shattered before 
their eyes. A peace that leaves to 
Prussia her present power and influ­
ence will not do. Prussia, thus strong, 
will always desire war and will only 
be deterred by the clear conviction 
that she cannot with impunity pro­
voke it". The Allies will take no chan­
ces, and the guarantee of American 
support and interference is too doubt­
ful to depend upon, their own growing 
military supremacy too effective to be 
thrown away unused. And so the war 
must go on and the cannon speak, un­
til Kaiserism, Prussianism, junkerism, 
feudalism, the whole abominable ana­
chronism, is tumbled in the dust.

Lient J. Clift
on Furlough.

Lieut. Jack Clift, second 
son of Mr. J. A. Clift, 
M.H.A., and brother of the 
late Lieut. Cecil Clift, 

killed in action on Oct. 12th, is a pas­
senger on the incoming express due 
to-morrow afternoon. In the first 
months of the war Lieut. Jack Clift 
was attached to an English regiment 
but later received a transfer to “Ours". 
We understand a reception will be 
given the young hero on the arrival 
of the cross country express. Lieut. 
Clift is accompanied by his sister, 
Miss Flora Clift, who joined him in 
Canada while he was en route for 
home.

The Herring Trade.
Packers of herring in Newfoundland 

who believe they have reason to ad­
vance their prices, particularly on 
Scotch-cured, would do well to con­
sider the cost of merchandising salt 
fish in a market sufficiently far away, 
so that producers cannot keep in im­
mediate touch with conditions through­
out the season. In the first instance, 
thè freight rate between Newfound­
land and New York is $1.80 per barl. 
Insurance with war risk included 
would bring this amount up to $2 or 
more. Goods arriving in warm wea­
ther must be kept in cold storage at a 
cost of 25 cents a month after a truck­
ing charge has been paid. For each 
barrel entering cold storage in New 
York there is a fixed charge of six 
cents, and when a barrel is taken out 
for inspection its cost is three cents. 
It the barrel is sold and is not return­
ed to storage at all, but if it be re­
turned, an additional 3 cents is char­
ged. Most herring is kept in cold 
store in New York at least 4 months 
in every year. Added to these costs 
of doing business is the overhead 
office and selling cost, and interest on 
investment, all of which vary accord­
ing to merchant. But it is definitely 
known that a barrel of herring from 
Newfoundland, sold originally for $8, 
represents to the New York handler a 
minimum investment of $11.50 if it is 
not sold .within three months. Add to 
this his profit and an operator must 
get more than $12.50 to make 10 per 
cent. And let it be known that the 
New York market seldom pays more 
than this figure for ordinary Scotch- 
cured herring, of which there is a pre­
dominance always. Especially fancy 
goods sometimes bring up to $16 and 
$18 per barrel, but this, of course, re­
presents a larger first cost than the 
regular run of stock.—Fishing Ga­
zette, Nov. 18.
