William . Molloy, Quartermaster,
sworn and examined by Mr. Dunfield,
said: I belong to Cape Broyle.

I fished two summers
at Cape Broyle. I was quartermaster
on the last voyage of the Florizel. I
have been on her four winters and
one summer. I used to go fishing in
the summer and go on her in the win-
ter. My first watch was from 8 to 12.
I came on again from 4 to 8. From §
to 12 I took the wheel from 8.30 to
10 o’clock. I took it off Cape Spear.
The course was S.W. The captain)and
3rd officer were on the bridge. I do
not remember if there were any look-
outs. It was a kind of hazy. I could
not see very far in my lookout part
of the watch, which was between 11
and 12.

To Mr. Gibbs—There were no orders
given to put qut the log or the last
course. I don’t know if the log was
put out. )

To Mr. Warren—The life 'belts ar
kept in two boxes on the deck aft of
the fiddley, about 70 in each box. She
steered fine. She did not make any-
thing to the westward. I got orders
to make nothing to the westward. She
was easy to ‘steer that night. We
could mot see any land when she
struck, but could see it afterwards.

Joseph Burry, sworn and examined
by Mr. Dunfield: I am a native, of
Greenspond. My age is 33 years. I
went to sea when I was 18 years of
age. I have been mostly on steamers.
I was three years on the ‘Florizel. I
was lamp trimmer for about two
years. The last time I was on deck
was 8.30. The course at Cape Spear
was S.E.14S. It was not blowing very
hard. I went to bed at 8.30. I was
