It was 
thoroughly tested on Wednesday, and 
worked very satisfactorily. There was a 
very large display of churns, cider mills, 
ch. e presses, washing machines, clothes 
wringers, and other articles of domestic 
use. Quite a number of adjustable gates, 
fences of wood and wire were also shown, 
and attracted much attention on the part 
of those who were busy examining their 
respective merits.
