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Marine and Fisheries for 1872,
The annual report on the Marine 

and Fisheries of the Dominion is a 
valuable repertoire of information on 
the various matters of which it treats, 
and shows how the country in these 
respects ie making progress,

A large portion is occupied with 
details concerning .the lighthouses 
of the Dominion which would not be 
of interest to the general reader, we 
may mention, however, the fact that 
the Dominion owns about twenty 
first-class costly lighthouses with 
dioptric apparatus, the others are 
less expensive structures, costing 
about $8,000 each and are furnished 
with catoptric lights. Our shipping 
interests take a prominent place in 
the Blue Book before us. We glean 
a few interesting facts. The total 
shipping registered in Canada in 
1867 amounted to 776,343 tons. In 
1871 this had risen to 857,203 tons. 
This does not, however, represent 

- the total tonnage of vessels owned by 
Canadians,as a large amount of ship­
ping possessed by them, and trading 
exclusively to Canada, is registered 
at some British port. An important 
increase in the number of steamers 
owned in Canada, has taken place. 
There were inspected in 1860,401 
steamers ; in ’70, 4u3 ; in ’71, 438 ) in 
’72, 473. The aggregate value of the 
new steamers added in 1872 is esti­
mated at $ 1,420,000.

The Fishery season of 1872 was an 
average one in point of quality but 
above the average in money value. 
There are one thousand decked ves­
sels and seventeen thousand open 
boats engaged in fishing, employing 
forty-two thousand men. The total 
number supported by this industry 
is over 200,000 souls. The value of 

"fish caught last year in the Dominion, 
exclusive of Manitoba and British 
Columbia, wasS'J,570,116. The catch 
of the United States during the same 
year was $11,606,982, greenbacks. 
Really, the product of our fisheries 
exceeds that of theirs : Ours pro­
duce 824,410 quintals oi' codfish,— 
theirs 550,982 : ours, 119,809 barrels 
of mackevel—theirs 221,003 ; ours 
330,857 barrels of herring—theirs 31, 
210 ; ours, 18,727. barrels of salmon— 
theirs, 24,118.

The fisheries are improving under 
the system of protection aflorUed 
them : the supply offish is so increas­
ing that the’ business will in a short 
time give remunerative employment 
to many more persons, than are now 
so engaged.

It is stated that Ç140,000 worth 
of oysters are consumed in the 
Dominion, of which only one- 
third is derived from native 
sources. From the information sup­
plied it appears that “ tho oyster 
grounds on the Canadian coast are 
very extensive and are situated in 
localities admirably adapted for the 
growth and nutrition of oysters—
