QUEEN VS. HAZLE.

The indictment against Jno.Hazle con­
tained three counts. The first two were 
for shooting Mary Calver and Daniel 
Hurley respectively, with intent to com­
mit murder. The third count was for 
shooting, with intent to do grievous 
bodily harm. On the first two counts 
the Crown offered no evidence, and the 
jury, therefore, returned a vex'dict of 
“ Not Guilty.” On the third count, the 
prisoner, by hie counsel, Mr. Biscoe, 
pleaded guilty.

Mr. Biscoe addressed the Court in be­
half of the prisoner, detailing the circum­
stances which led to the commission of 
the crime, and urging the aggravating 
nature of them as an argument of leni­
ency in pronouncing the sentence of the 
Court. He referred to the excellent 
character which the prisoner had borne 
while in the British army for about 27 
years, and in evidence of the manner in 
which he had discharged his duty, pro­
duced several medals, which had been 
presented to Hazle.
