the newspapers have a very definite 
idea what the curio was like.’

President Gray and Sercetary Homer 
are now to their jobs and perhaps on 
these grounds may be excused for the 
apparent lack of faith in the news-* 
papers of Western Canada But it is 
time that they got wise to themselves 
and learned that the newspapers of 
Western Canada or of Calgary, at 
least, will not stand for such Insults 
as the Edmotiton men have just ten 
dered to them.

Baseball owes its existence to the 
newspapers and it Is no more than 
right that the newspapers should ex­
pect some common courtesy from the 
men at the head of baseball. In «the 
major leagues the schedules are dis-1, 
tributes to every paper on the circuit 
and, -in fact, to any paper in North 
America, a full week before they are 
to be published. A release date Is at­
tached and not until that day are they 
published or commented upon. This glvs 
the .papers time to get the document 
Into type, and it take considerable time 
to set them up. They are sent out for 
“time copy."
