THE PEOPLE'S FORUM.

The Civil Service.
To the Editor of the ADVERTISER:
Kindly answer the following questions:
1. How many yedrs must a person serve
in the civil service of Canada before he is
superannuated? 2. What i3 the amount
of such superatinuotion per apnum, and
how is the dmotnt rugulated? 3. What is
the total number of paid employes of the
¢ivil dervice iu Canada? 4. What is the
lowest salary, the highest and the averaze
salary per annum ? 5. What is the hum-
ber of houts of daily work, holidays, etc. ¢
[Nore—Any petson who has served in an
established capaeity in the civil service for
ten years or upwards, and who is 60 yeurs
of age, or is incapacitated by bodily infirmity
from performing his duties, may be super-
annuated on an allowance calculated on his
average yearly salary during the then three
last years—and not exceeding the following
rates—i, e., If he las served 10 years, but
less than 11, an annual allowance of ten-
fiftieths of such annual salary; if for 11
and under 12 years, eleven-fiftieths—and
in like manner a further addition of one-
fiftieth for each additional year of service
up to35 years, but no addition shall be made
for any service beyond 35 years. No
person has an absolute right to
such  allowance, which is only to
be pgranted for good and faithful
service. The total number of civil service
employes is large—the ADVERTISER has not
the means of telling how many. The
lowest annual salary is $360, the highest is
$2,800—for chief inspectors in the postoffice
and inland revenue departments. We have
not the data at hand to give the average
salary, The work hours depend upon the
nature of the office or service, and vary in
the different departments. Six to eight
hours is an office day’s work. The holidays
ate the statutory legal holidays, besides
two weeks’ leave of absence at some con-
venfent time during the year.—EpiToR
ADVERTISER. ]

BINDER TWINE,

{From the Canada Farmers' Sun.]

The grand officers last week at Hamilton
reported that thus far the Grand Execu-
tive Board hasmnot been able to make any
arrangemeht tor binder twine. Local
dealers and members of the Dominion com-
bine have all been approached, and the
stereotyped reply, *‘not ready yet to quote
rates,” has been given. Correspondence
with American manutacturers has resulted
similarly, reticence being the order of the
day there as well a3 in Canada,

it is nndoubtedly true that the combine
has determined this year to quote no
special prices to large buyers such as the
Order of Patrons would te. Inall parts of
the country warerooms and storehouses
are filled with twiné ready to go into the
hands of farmers, but not until the harvest
is close at hand will the price be announced
by the controlling parties on the other side.
Even the Cunadian manufacturers are yet
unaware what the rate per pound will be
for the goods they have manufactured.
+All the people can bear” will be the con-
:rolling sentiment with the greedy monopo-

ists.

In the United Statesas well asin Can-
ada there is discontent, and the loud mur-
murings of Western and Southern farmers
caused a hasty meeting in Chicago a few
days ago, the president and secretary of the
combine having been suddenly summoned
from New York to conter with commis-
sioners who had just returned from Texas.
The first rumble of dissatisfaction in Can-
ada comes from Hamilton, where last week
a resolution was passed that proves the
determination of farmers to throw off the
shackles that have hitherto bound them so
relentlessly in the power of the binder
monopolists.

The situation is serious, but Patrons have
learned to await developments. Once more
they may be made the victims ot a
monopoly, but before another season ar-
rives it is possible for them to break the
combine in binder twine as this year they
have already broken the combine in salt.

What manufacturers want is to discourage
Patrons so thoroughly as to cause them to
sacrifice their membership, feeling that
organization cannot lessen their difficulties.
If the combines could accomplish this their
iron heel would be planted more relentlessly
than ever upon their victims.

Stand to your guns, Patrons, and await
developments.
