Niagara Falls, Ont., May 27.—wn- 
Ham Goodfellow, 60 years old. In his 
youth known aa the toughest man on 
the frontier, was taken In custody 
here this morning by Officers Pay, 
Delaney and McNamara, of the On­
tario police at a hotel In Ferry street.
