Disgrace Abroad and Disaster at 
Home Alleged to Attach to 

His Policy.

No Indication Yet of the Time When 
Swords Will Be Beaten Into 

Ploughshares.

Only Three Months Navigation in 
Hudson’s Straits—Careless 

Fruit Packing.

Great Loss of Life, While Many 
Escaped Settlers Have Been 

Left Quite Destitute.

London. Oct. 2.—The question ironi­
cally asked by the Conservative press 
relative to the whereabouts of the Lib­
eral leaders has been answered in Ham- 
ereley during the past week by Mr. John 
Morley, the former secretary for Ireland, 
Mr. Asquith, former home secretary, 
and George E. Russell, former under 
secretary for India.

“ Disgrace abroad ” and “ disaster at 
home,” where the tenor of all the ad­
dresses, as was to be expected, but it 
must be admitted that the arraignment 
is apDroved by the consciences of many 
Conservai ives » hen they recall the re­
cord of the last few years. Mr. Russell 
in dealing with the subject recalled 
Prince Bismark’s verdict upon I Lord 
Salisbury as “ a lath painted to look like 
iron,” and Lord Randolph Churchill’s 
later estimate of the premier as being 
“ the greatest funk in Europe.” Mr. 
Russell added his own opinion of Lord 
Salisbury, namely, “ frailty, thy name is 
Cecil.” The recent by-election in East 
Denbighshire, resulting in a greatly in­
creased Liberal majority, seemed to be a 
warning that the people are wearying of 
the blundering which has marked Lord 
Salisbury’s policy.

Mr. Russell recalled recent instances 
in which, he said, Lord Salisbury al­
ways started with a fine display of vigor, 
which oozed away as soon as other 
nations showed fight. He said Lord 
Salisbury backed down before Secretary 
Olney, and is backing down before Sher­
man ; while during the course of the 
war between Greece and Turkey the 
Czar handled Lord Salisbury so effectu­
ally that he was made to eat his own 
pronouncement. Mr. Russell concluded 
with remarking :

“ His lordship has just conceded the 
French full sovereignty over Tunis, and 
signs are not wanting that they will soon 
begin to elbow us out ot Egypt. Even 
the Mussulman savages of India have 
taken heart, knowing that they are deal­
ing with a mere man of the world. In 
short, there are not limits to the endur­
ance of poltroonery.”

London, Oct. 4.—Gen. Nelson A. Miles 
and Mrs. Miles sail for the United

States on the American liner St. Louis 
on October 20. The commander of the 
United States army has been in Europe 
since May on a tour of military observa­
tion, and has inspected everything of 
military interest from the armies of the 
powers in the field of action “ down to 
balloons and bicycles,” as he remarked. 
He has looked over forts, barracks, 
camps and works of all kinds, and has 
written three reports to tLe government. 
Upon his return he will, with the assist­
ance of Captain Mauss, his aide-de-camp, 
prepare another report.

Incidentally General Miles has met 
most of the chief officers of Europe, as 
well as Queen Victoria, the Czar, th 
Emperor of Germany, the Sultan of Tur­
key and the President of France. “Pres­
ident Fanre is one of the most courtly, 
dignified and accomplished men I have 
ever met in Europe,” he said, “and the 
French republic need have entertained 
no misgivings as to how the chief magis­
trate would comport himself during his 
visit of state to the Czar, a question 
which at one time deeply agitated the 
press of France.”

“ What I have seen does not indicate 
that the millenium is at baud, when 
swords will be beaten into ploughshares. 
There was never a time when ingenuity 
and wealth have been so devoted to war 
purposes. The resources and industries 
of many peoples are devoted to main­
taining large standing armies and for­
midable navies. Fortunate are the peo­
ple of the United States that they are 
walled up between two great oceans, yet 
this fact would not warrant them in any 
policy other than keeping a large per­
centage of the population lully equipped 
and instructed in modern appliances 
and methods of war.

“It so happened that important events 
occurred in Europe this year that have 
contributed to giving me chances to see 
the best of the armies of all the great 
powers. The celebration of Queen Vic­
toria’s sixty years reign brought together 
50,000 of her army and 38,000 men of 
her navy. The field manoeuvres in Rus­
sia were' conducted on a large scale and 
were exceedingly interesting. Russia 
for hundreds of years has been a great 
military nation. Her people have be­
come accustomed to war and her popu­
lation is numerous, and she is so located 
geographically as to be practically 
pendent of the other powers of Europe.

There is a great future for Russia. 
What the locomotive has done for our 
western country in the last generation 
is now to some extent being done for 
that country through the railroad across 
Siberia, one of the greatest enterprises 
of modern times. Remarkably enough 
it is built under the direction of a self- 
made Russian prince, who served his 
apprenticeship in the machine shops of 
Pniladelphia, and, like Peter the Great, 
having become master of his trade, is 
now contributing immensely to the ma­
terial welfare of Russia. The Russian 
army is composed of strong, hardy men 
and its officers are highly educated and 
skillful.

“ Germany is one vast military camp, 
geographically in such a 

that it is compelled to maintain a great 
military force. On one side is Austria, 
that they have overrun, and France that 
has been conquered and part of her ter­
ritory taken away by fighting her when 
she was at great disadvantage. On the 
other side stands the great Russian bear, 
and between these two Germany finds 

0f it necessary to keep her powder dry. The 
German army is kept under rigid discip­
line, is well drilled, and makes the finest 
appearance on parade, but its fighting 
qualities are no better than those of the 
English, Russian

To the question as to whether the 
United States under its military policy 
would be able to cope with a European 
power, Gen. Miles replied : “ In our 
population one ont of every five is capa­
ble of carrying arms. This will give us 
an army of 12,000,000. Our people are 
strong physically and generally intelli­
gent and well-informed. Besides that, 
each is sovereign and personally inter­
ested in his government, without being 
forced into service by a military despot­
ism. We have many thousands of men 
still living who have seen more war and 
participated in more battles than any 
man in Europe. Modern rifles are dif­
ferent than the guns which our revolu­
tionary fathers went to war with. The 
range of modern arms is very great, and 
manv of the steel projectiles weigh 800 
to 1,000 pounds. Although the Maxim 
and Gatling guns are American inven­
tions, they are largely used in the Euro­
pean armies.”

New York, Oct. 4.—The Herald this 
morning prints a number of interviews 
with leading Cubans here about the situ­
ation on the island. The Cubans all de­
clare that autonomy for the island is out 
of the question, but most of them are in 
favor of paying Spain a reasonable in­
demnity, providing there is an evacua­
tion of the island at once.

First Report Under Reorganization Shows 
Half a Million Surplus.

New York, Oct. 5.—The stockholders 
of the Northern Pacific railway had their 
annual meeting here to-day. The first 
report under the reorganization was pre­
sented. It covers the ten months end­
ing J une 30,1897. The income account 
for this period shows as follows : Gross, 
$14,941,613 ; operating expenses, $9,155,- 
872: net, $5,785,986 ; taxes, 428,980; net 
income from operating, $5,356,064 ; other 
income, $255,340 ; net revenue, $5,612,- 
366; interest on bonds, $5,110,248; 
balance, $602,057 ; written off, $12,228 ; 
surplus, $489,828.

The length of main line operated is 
4,375 miles. The land owned by the 
Northern Pacific amounts to nearly 34,- 
000,UOO acres, of which almost all is west 
of the Missouri river. Land sales in the 
ten months amounted to $418,024, and 
outstanding land contracts on June 30 
were $1,205,584.

The report states the company’s 
position with regard to current assets 
and liabilities as follows : Current assets, 
$7,437,011 ; current liabilities, $4,483,985.

London, Oct. 4.—A letter received here 
from Kikuyua, British East Africa, dis­
poses of the story received at Rome from 
Benadir that the Cavendish sporting 
expedition, which left Berbers, East 
Africa, last year, arriving at Lake Som­
aliland about the middle of November, 
and proceeding thence towards Lake 
Rudolph, had been attacked by a band 
of natives, who murdered all the mem­
bers of the expedition, consisting of two 
Englishmen and fifty natives.

The letter now received says that Cav­
endish, who is a nephew of the Duke of 
Devonshire, and Lieut, 
companion, arrived at Kikuyua, on Aug. 
5, after a trip around Lake Rudolph, 
which up to that time had been unex­
plored. They had a trying time. Their 
head man incited the natives of the party 
to mutiny, and the two Englishmen were 
forced to yield to their demands. But 
near Kiknyna Cavendish and Andrew 
seized the two ringleaders, who have 
since been sent to the coast for trial.

The expedition discovered a new lake 
and two active volcanoes, and crossed 
the Gulf of Aden to the Zanzibar coast 
by much the same route as that previ­
ously followed by Dr. Donaldson Smith 
of Philadelphia.

How He and Lord Dufferin Impressed the 
Rulers of Finance.

Montreal, Oct. 4.—Hon. Charles H. 
Mackintosh, Lieut.-Governor of the 
Northwest Territories, who has just re­
turned from England, expresses great 
satisfaction at the changed condition of 
affairs in England regarding the Do­
minion. “ Never,” he says, “ has there 
been anything like the awakening of in­
terest in the resources of Canada experi­
enced at the present time.”

While in London Mr. Mackintosh was 
dined at the Savoy by the leading finan­
cial men in the city, the banquet being 
presided over by one of the Dominion’s 
most popular governors-general, the 
Marquis of Dufferin and A va. The 
Lieutenant-Governor found this a novel 
and interesting experience, and when 
asked if he had talked to them of Can­
ada, he replied :

“ Yes, I gave them an hour of it, 
speaking of the Dominion’s mineral and 
agricnltnral resources, telling them 

ong other things that the Northwest 
will this year export from eight to ten 
million bushels of grain in excess of 
’96, that the mining region of British 
Columbia is taking our cattle and other 
products, and that Canada is on the 
eve of a boom hitherto unheard of in the 
country.

“ I insisted especially that British 
capital should as much as possible be 
kept within the Empire. You have tried 
South Africa and Australia, I said ; now 
give Canada a chance.

“ Lord Dufferin uttered some glowing 
words for Canada, and the result was 
that a strong company will be formed to 
develop British Columbia and the Yukon 
deposits.”

Immigration Commissioner 
McCreary, accompanied by Rev. C. W. 
Gordon and immigration interpreters, 
left at noon to make a tour of inspection. 
The commissioner is of the opinion that 
great destitution has prevailed there, if 
not more fatalities than are already 
known. He took with him a quantity 
of provisions for the immediate relief of 
the destitute, while Rev. C. W. Gordon 
had gathered considerable clothing, etc., 
for the sufferers from the fire. The 
party will drive through the settled por­
tion of the burned districts north of 
Beausejonr and Whitemouth.

MERCURY AND JUPITER.
An Interesting Conjunction to Be Visible on 

Wednesday Morning.

Geneva, N.Y., Oct. 4.—Prof. Brooks, 
director of the Smith observatory, to-day 
calls attention to an interesting con­
junction of Mercury and Jupiter which 
will occur Wednesday morning, the 6th.

SIX KILLED.
HENRY GEORGE’S CANDIDATURE. MR. LANGTRY INSANE.A Passenger Train Runs Down a Wagon 

Near Willow Springs.

Willow Springs, Mo., Oct. 4.—A pas­
senger train on the Kansas, Fort Scott & 
Memphis Railroad ran into a wagon con 
taining seven persons at Deadman’s Cut1 
three miles north of here, at 9 o’clock 
this forenoon, instantly killing six and 
fatally injuring the other one. The train 
was stopped and the remains of the dead 
and injured were brought here.

The Lily’s Divorced Husband Committed to 
a Lunatic Asylum.

London, Oct. 5.—Edward Langtry, the 
former husband of Mrs. Lily Langtry, 
the actress, who, it is said, privately 
married Prince Paul Esterhazy, has 
been found wandering in a demented 
condition on the railway line near Ches­
ter, and has been sent to a lunatic asy­
lum. His condition was the same this 
morning as when admitted yesterday 
into the asylum for the insane. The 
sudden breakdown in Langtry’s health 
is strange and unexpected. Up to the 
present he has always enjoyed the best 
physical condition. He was an ardent 
sportsman, lived a great deal outdoors 
and was temperate in his habits.

More Than a Hundred Thousand Dollars 
Damage to Property.

Toronto, Oct. 4.—Fire this afternoon 
did from $100,000 to $150,000 damage to 
the Central Prison. A general alarm 
Bounded and the whole brigade turned 
out.
