AN ALUMINUM YACHT.

A Frenchman Experimenting With That
Metnl, :
Yachtsmen in this country are watching
~ with considerable interest the career of the
yacht Vedenesse, built for Count Cha-
baunes, and launched at St. Denis, France,
on Dec. 6, says The Detroit Free Press.
The yacht is buils of pluminum, and it is &
matter of opinion just now whether she will
be a success. This is not the first alumi.
num yacht that has been built, there hav-
ing been two small steam launches on Lake
Geneva now for two seasons, and so far
these boats have been a success. -The boat,
though, is a small one, and a steam launch
ia not likely to prove the benefits of usin
‘aluminum for boat-building. Particulars o
the Vedeneése have not reached this coun-
try yet, but the boat is supposed to be &
small sailing craft,

An idea has been put forward that she
would be too buoyant, meaning that she
would be too lively in a seaway. That is
ridiculous. A 40-footer built of aluminum

,would weigh just:the same asa 40-footer
built of steel, only that the aluminum boat
would have more of her weight concen-
trated in her lead keel, and consequently
would carry & larger sail plan. Another
thing, slthough the yacht launched in
Frauce is the first sailing vessel built of
alaminum, there are two steam launches in
use on the Swiss lakes wholly constructed
of that metal.

Aluminum will withstand the action of
the salt water as well as Tobin bronze. The
metal is rémarkable for its resistance of
oxidation. Any metal that will stand ex-
posure to damp’atmosphere without dis-
coloring will not’ corrode in water. The
metal is remarkable for its lightness, and
for that reason it has been thought that
using it for ‘the hull of a boat would be
an immense advantage. The boat would
be so light that all the ballast would be
concentrated at one point——down in the
keel. Mueh more lead would have to be
put there than on a boat built of wood, iron
or steel, and with this additional lead
and all the ballast concentrated, the craft
would be able to carry a very large sail
spread and, if modeled rightly, the craft
should be a véry fast sailer.
is a lightly constructed boat, with her bal-
last. low down and concentrated. She is
able to carry 12,000 feet of canvas, and
everyone knows how fast she can sail. Now,
if a.boat of her size could be built to put on
15,000 feet of canvas, it stands to reason,
with the additional driving® power, she
would go much faster. +

The trouble with sluminum, though, is
that it is very costly, and the metal is
very brittle. . Without figuring closely, if
s boat built of steel cost $60,000, one of
aluminum of the same size would cost
$180,000, or three times as much. Cost is
su important item in_yacht building now-
adays. Yachting is becoming every year
more expensive. The metal is so brittle
that a sharp blow will break a plate just
like glass. It would go badly with an
aluminum boat if it'struck a rock or if in
collision., On account of this brittleness
there would be danger of the plates break-
ing under the strain of the spars and the
E:)undihg of the seas. If they can succeed

putting an alloy with it that would make
it tougher and more durable, and at the
same timeé keep it light, then it may be
used extensively in yacht building.
