Answered Seriatum.

Dealing _.with these points seriatim,
Mr. -Ewart argued that the Catholics of
Manitoba were being coerced by the
Provincial Government. The Dominion
had jurisdiction in the matter, there-
fore there was no coercion on their part.
A clause could be inserted in the Re-
medial Act to the effect that it would
be law until repealed.

In answer to the second charge, he de-
nied that separate schools were in-
efficient. ' Mr. McCarthy had quoted a
Jot of figures as to the illiteracy of
those countries that had church schools;
he did not pretend it was because -they
were Catholic. England up to 1870 had
shurch schools, and half were still under
Zhurch control, yet Mr. McCarthy would
bardly say that England wasilliterate.

Mr. Ewart quoted & lot of figures as
to percentages attending schools in
countries where there were separate
Bchools.

Sir C. H. Tupper remarked:that it re-
minded him of the comparison: ‘‘Liesy
damned lies, and statistics.” (Laughter.)

Cathelics Shut Out of Public Schools.

Mr. Ewart claimed that just as ridi-
culous questions were asked at:@exam-
inations of Protestant as of Catholic
teachers, for instance, * How many legs
has a spider ?” ;

As to 86 separate schools coming in
to the public system, the gréater ma-
jority of them omly came in when the
Act of 1894 went into effect, practically
forcing them to come: in, as it took
away their $20 a month. The Govern-
ment, had hired a gentlqman speaking
French to go round and urge Separate
school supporters to take up the pub-
lic school system, as it would save
them their present separate school as-
sessgnent, and their children would be
better- educated. Howevefr, he met
with smmll success. He denied that
Catholics could send their children' to
public schools and read the papal man-
date to this effect.

McCarthy Raised the Whole Trouble.

Coutinuing, Mr. Ewart pointed out that
Mr. McCarthy was the first man to raise
the question in Manitoba of the sup-
pression of separate schools. s

Mr. McCarthy : That statement is not
correct.

Mr. Ewart: My learned friend must
mot go too fast. He proceeded to quote
from Mr. MecCartuy’s speech at Portage
la Prairie in ’8%9, in which that gentle-
man urged the abolition of separate
schools. Joseph Martin spoke on the
Bame occasion and let no remark fall to
indicate that his Government had decid-
ed to move in the direction Mr. Mec-
Carthy indicated. Mr.. Smart, another

FIVE HOURS GEDTING A JURY

THE HENDERSHOTT MURD kR TRIAL
OPENED AT 8T. THOMAS.

The Double Pancl Exhausted Before Twelve
Jurors Wcre Secured—Prisoners’ Coun-
sel Challenge 37 of a Possible 40 -New
and Important Evidence To Be Pro-
‘duced By the Crown.

St. Thomas, March 7.—At 6.80 to-night
the twelve jurors who are to pronounce
upon the guilt or innocence of John
Hendershott and W. D. Weiter, charged
with murdering W. H. Hendershott,
were chosen and sworn in. But this
was not accomplished until the jury list
had been exhausted, notwithstanding
that a double panel of 96 jurors hal
been summoned. The prisoners’ counsel
exercised their privilege of challenging
to the fullest extent, peremptorily chal-
lenging no less than 37 out of a pos-
gible 40, while the Crown caused 38 to
stand aside. Of this number haif a dozen
were challenged for cause by the de-
fonce, but the prisoners’ counsel failed
to establish that they were biased. Mr.
Osler cousented, however, to allow them
to stand aside. 'These figures are in-
teresting :

Number of jurors answering to their
nameas, 91.

Chalienged on Welter’s behalf, 19.

Challbnged on Hendershott's behalf, 18.

Challenged by the Crown, 3.

Excused on account of illness, 3.

Told to stand aside by Crown, 38.

A Jury of Farmers.

_With a single exeeption, the jury, as
finally eelected, is composed of farmers.
There were no less than 14 St. Thomas
citizens on ‘the jury' list. Ralph Mar-
latt, a merchant here, was satisiactory
to both sides, and was sworn. Of the
remaining bakers’ dozen, those not chal-
lenged by the defence were allowed to
stand aside. Every juror from South-
wold, in which township the tragedy
occurred, was likewise challenged.

This is the jury: Silas Brown, [ar-
mer, Dunwich; Duncan Patterson, far-
mer, Aldboro; A. A. Luton, farmer, Yar-
mouth; Ralph Marlatt, merchant, St.
Thomas; Fred. A. Johnston, farmer, Yar-
mouth; John D. Patterson, larmer, Ald-
boro; Benjamin = Marlatt, farmer;
Yarmouth; George Simpson, farmer, South
Dorchester; Duncan = Gilehrist, farmer,
Dunwich; Neil Love, farmer, Dunwich;
Duncan A. Somerville, farmer, Aldboro;
Samuel E. Clark, farmer, Dunwich.

The Prisoners’ Appearance.

It was 8 o'clock when the prisoners
were brought into court. Both looked
as if they had just left the barber’s.
T_he grey hair of the elder prisoner was
mcelyl combed, and the ends of his
sweeping white  mustache fashion-
ably - curled. He wore a new-
ly laundried white turn  down
collar, a black tie and a tweed suit.
His companion’s jet black hair was
brushed back on his forehead. He wore
a white tie and dark suit of tweed.
Both prisoners looked quickly around the
court room, and were met before they
reached the dock by a number of sym-
pathizing relatives, who spoke words of
cheer to them. Welter’s nervousness dis-
appeared when he observed his mother
and two sisters, who occupied seats im-
mediately behind the jury box. He nod-
ded to them and smiled; While the em-
panelling of the jury was in progress
the prisoners remained. standing, and
scrutinized the faces of the men on whose
verdict their life hinges. .

»» Finding a Jury Was Tedions,

It was a tedious job the empanelling
of the jury., The room was warm, and
the ‘“‘ boa constrictor, with spotted sides
and painted tail,” as Mr. Osler calls the
ventilator, is not oconstructed on the
most improved pattern. Sheriff Brown,
who, by the bye, is the handsomest
court officer in Canada, had, however,
carefully. provided against the admis-
sion of the great unwashed, who had no
excuse other than curiosi®y for being
present, and the room was not uncom-
fortably crowded.

After His Lordship the Chief Justice had
comjortahly seated himself in his
chair, flanked by ./ their honors
the senior and junior judges of
Elgin, Messrs. Hughes and Ermatinger,
Clerk of the Court McLaws proceedad to
call out the!names oi-the jurors. Mean-
time the cofnsel in the cos2 gathered
their robes¥about them and cousulted
th.eir copies of the panel and the ‘‘ear-
wigs” written opposite the respective
names. .

The First Five Challenged.

The counsel are B. B. Osler and D. J.
Donahue, County Crown Attorney, for
the prosecution; Norman McDonald for
Welter and J. A. Robinson for Hender-
shott. Prisoners’ couusel are partners
and local men.

, Clerk McLaws dipped his hand down
into the ballot box and pulled out a
card inseribed ‘**William King, Yar-
mouth.” King was juror 79 on the
panel. A respectable-looking  farmer,
bearded like a pard, stepped forward.
“Challenged for Welter,” said Mr. Mac-
Donald, and No. 79 returned to  his
seat. The next four were also challeng-
ed by the prisoners.

& Movel rocedure.

When Peter Richardson, an Aylmer
grain merchant, was called, Mr. MacDBon-
ald stated that he wished to challenge
him for cause. Then there was an argu-
ment and recourse to statutes to ascer-
tain thé order of procedure, for it is
some years since.the privilege of chal-
lenging for cause has been taken advant-
age of. Eventually His Lordship nemin-
ated Thomas Roberts and Gran-
viile Haight, two of the grand
jurors, as triers. They , were sworn
aud promised to ‘*‘try Peter Richard-
son, whether he stands indifferent to try
the prisoners at the bar.” But Peter
was not tried. Somebody whispered to
the sheriff that the man was ill and
would not be able to stand the fatigue
of a long trial. Therefore Mr. Richard-
son was excused.

One Hour Sclecting One Juroer

Five more names were called, and each
juror was challenged by prisoners as he
came forward to be sworn. Samuel G.
Clark was acceptable to the accused.
Then, for the first time, the- Crown ex-
ercised its prerogatives and Clark was
told to stand aside. So it continued untit
the 21st juror had been called. He
was Silas Brown, a middle-aged Dun-
wich farmer. No objection was offered
to Mr. Brown and the oath was adminis-
tered to him, It was now 4 o'clock.
Precisely oue hour had been occupied in
securing a single juror. It lgoked as
though-a couple of days would be re-
quired in which to secure a jury.

The 28th jurer, Duncan Patterson of
Aldboro, proved acceptable, and he
was sworn. Then a little better pro-
gress was made. The 20th and 3lst,
A. A. Lutton, Yarmouth, and Ralph Mar-
latt, St. Thomas, were accepted. Then
came the St.’ Thomas cun‘ti‘ugent‘, and
they were allowed to step aside. Forty-
eight had been called and but four chosen
at b o'clock. Prisouers’ = counsel had
made several challenges for cause, but
Mr. Osler conmsented to allow the jurors
to stand aside in the meantime.

Trying the Jurors,

The challenges for cause became more
frequent, and it was desired to try the
jurors. The statutes were' again CcOl
sulted. Chief Justice Meredith decided
that the most expeditious plan woul
be to swear the witness, examine him,

Richard Bobier had not read one-
tenth part of what the newspapers had
written and was in no way prejudiced
against either of the prisoners, but the
defence challenged him, as they did two

d | other Bobiers subsequently.

Men Who Had Formed Opinions.

The fifty-fifth juror was Fred A.
Johnston 'of Yarmouth. He was ac-
cepted as No. 5. Another Daniel Pat-
terson was challenged by the defence.
William Paddon was excused because he
knew the prisoner Hendershott and had,
formed an opinion which would require
very strong evidence to aiter. Hali a.
dozen others were challenged and at
5.30 the sixty-first man called. Jobn
D. Patterson of Aldboro was sworn in
as juror No. 6. The next batch of half
a dozen provided jurors 7 and 8. They
were Ben Marlatt of Yarmouth and
George Simpson of South Dorchester.

Alex. 8. hf?Di.n.‘rmjd of Southwold was
challenged for cause. He knew Hender-
shott and had formed an opinion from
what he had read and heard, and until
that opinion was displaced he would re-
tain it. He couid, nevertheless, fairly
stand between the crown and the pri-
soners. Mr. Macdonald asked if evi-
dence had not been shown that the
juror was biased. His Lordship heid
that he was not disqualified. “But I
would rather go home,” said Mr. Me-
Diarmid, and he was ailowed to go, for
the defence peremptorily challenged him.

James Barnes of St. Thomas said he
was ill and he was excuserd by His Lord-
ghip. William J. Youell, a commercial
traveler of Aylmer, said he could not
stand confinement, ‘and he, too, was ex-
cused. Duncan Giichrist of Dunwieh and
Neil Love of the same township were
sworn in as jurors, 9 and 10. Alf J. Sii-
cox of Southwold knew both prisoners
and their families and had formed an
opinion. The Crown excused him.

The Panel Exhansted.

Duncan A. Somerville of Aldboro was
chosen as the eleventh juror. William
Fenn, Bayham, was told to stand aside
by the Crown. , “That exhausts my
panel,” said Clerk McLaws. The entire
panel of 91 jurors had been gone
through. The only recourse left was to
fall back upon.those whom the Crown
had asked to stsnd aside. Samuel E.
Clark was the first of these and he
was again called. The defence had three
challenges left, but they had no objection
to Mr. Clark. He was made juror No.

At the suggestion of Mr. Osler the
Sheriff then interviewed each juror per-
sonally as to the state of his health and
the likelihood of his being able to stand
a ten-daye’ siege. The answers were in
all ingtances satisfactory,

Bulk of the Jury From the New Panel.

The jury as chosen are a remarkabiy
intelligent bedy of mens All are under
middle -age, No. 1, Silns Brown of Dun-
wich, being the oldest, and No. 8, George-
Simpson of South Dorchester, the youngZ-/
est. It is a singular fact that every
man on the list from Bayham and Mala4
hide - was challenged. It was in these,
townships that the famous Piggott and
Stillwell murders were committed—mur-
ders which were fully as sensational as
the present ome, and the perpetratory
of which were never brought to justice.
Another fact, which may or may'not be
significant, is that, with the exception
of four, the jurors are chosen from the
new extra panel, which was only, drafted
last Saturday. ;

After the jury had been sworn in. th
court adjourned until to-morrow morn-:
inz, when the case will commence. Tog
night they are enjoying themselves at
the top story of the Grand Central Hotel
with Constables W. F. Fairbrother, W.
F. Travis, E. A. 'Kirkpatrick and R.
Travis. .

Before the prisoners were removed from
the dock a dogzen female gelatives crowd-
ed around and shook hautls with the ac-
cused. Lilly Hendershott, daughter of
the elder prisoner and the afiianced wife
of Welter, Lissed the latter affectionate-
ly and bade him bear up bravely.

New and Damaging Evidence.

When the court opens to-morrow Mr.
Osler will review the case for the prose-
cution, The most damaging piece of
evidence against Welter has been thus
far kept secret. The Crown has a Wwits
ness here who will swear that on the
afternoon of the tragedy she saw Wel-
ter changing his clothes, and that they
were covered with blood.

The father of the prisoner Welter is
not present in court, and declines ‘to
contribute to his defence, although he
is alleged to have said he would pay
the lawyers for the defemce $50 if they
2ot his son off scot free.

Onc Mired Man Kills Another

Winnipeg, March 7.—A young Swede
named - William Otto Hedin, who has
been employed on a farm near here for
some time past, was shot down this
morning by a dissolute Englishman and
badly hurt.

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PATRONS VOTE SOLID AGAINST AN
OPPOSITION AMENDMENT,

Agriculture and Arts Association Abolished
—Bill To Tax Gas Mains, Electric Wires
and Street Car Rails—No Change To Be
Made in the Liguor License Law This
Session.

The most important feature of yes-
terday’s mession of the Local Legisla-
ture was the introduction of a bill by
Mr.! German that will, if .passed, settle
the very vexed question of the assess-
ment of gas mains. But Mr. German’s
bill goes farther than gas mains, for it
also taxes telegraph, electric light and
telephone wires, and also street railway
rails, as personal property. The mem-
ber for Welland holds to the idea that,
since the wires and mains of the com-
panies are protected by law, they should
be taxed. The bill was seconded by Mr.
fHaycock, so that  there is every possi-
bility the Patrons will give it their full
support. The meagure was read a first

‘time.

The Brewers' Plen.

There will be no temperance legisla-
tion introduced by the Ontario Govern-
ment this session. That was the repiy
that the Premier gave to a deputation
representing the DBrewers’' Association
who waitéd upon the Government yes-
terday. President Lottridge of Hamil-
ton addressed the Ministers for the depu-
tation and his request was that the
Government should place * a limit upon
the number of licenses granted, and fix
that number for a term of say five
years. He also asked that the hours
of closing, which now vary in different
municipalities, be made uniform, syg-
gesting the hours be 6 a.m. to 11 p.m.,
and 6 a.m. to 7 p.ms on Saturdaya.
With regard to fees, he expressed the
desire that they would like to sece them
regulated in such a way that the muni-
cipalities would not have complete con-
frol. Mr. O’Keefe also spoke, advanc-
ing (the novel argument that if the pro-
hibitionists would assist and work in
accord with the brewers, instead of try-
ing to crush them out, more ‘would be
accomplished in ‘the ‘true interests of
temperance, the point he aimed at being
that as the consumption of mait liquors
increased, the consumption of ardent
spirits decreased,

8ir Oliver Mowat replied that, until
the question was settled as to whether
the ' Government had power to establish
prohibition, they could not attempt to
say what the future might bring forth
in regard to the questions raised by the
deputagion; but he did not himself
think it possible ‘to-have legislation in
any direction on this subject during the
present session.

An attempt on the part of the deputa-
tion to exclude reporters was objected
to by the Premier and the newspaper
seribes were admitted to the hearing.
The Government and the Fees Question

The resumed debate on the . Budget
proceeded during the whole afternoon
in 'a very humdrum fashion, but the
last speaker, Dr. Willoughby, intro-
dxeced an amendment to the motion, “that
the Speaker do leave the chair,” which

the chair,” which raised the ‘ire
of | the  Premier, and led hiny
to' make an emphatic statement
after recess that the Government did
not fhtend to have their hands forced in
the pkemature disclosure of their po-
licy. Dr. Willoughby's amendment was
worded thus:

“That the Speaker do not now leave
the chair, and that it be resolved that
in the opinion of ths House the present
mode of paying registrars of deeds and
other county officials is unsatisfactory;
that said officials should be paid by
salary, such salaries to be commensur-
ate with the duties periormed, and the

the

.surplus fees, if any, should .be l}mdod for
wthe ‘benefit of the municipalities.”

Sir Oliver indignantly protested against
the amendment. “There is no reason
‘whatever for this motion being brought
forward now,” eaid he, “except a party
reason. It is strictly a party motion,
aund nothing elée. There is no object to
be gained by it, unless it be the em-
barrassment of the Government and the
independent members of the House. It
was not pretended,” went on the Pre-
mier, “that they would not have an op-
portunity of discussing the subject later
in the session. And,” added he, emphatic-
ally, raising his voice, “I am not go-
ing to be thrust into a discussion .oi
this matter at this stage.” A commis-
sion had sat, continued Sir Oliver, to
investigate the whole question of ‘the
fees system, and their report, which was
now in print, would no doubt contain
very valuable information. Then why
should they be asked to vote on that
subject before they had the report of
that commission? It was a matter
upon which the Government would have
to have some policy, but what
that policy would be they did not in-
tend to determine until they had studied
the report of the commission. “I shall
vote against this amendment,” wound up
the little Premier, “and I intend to re-
fuse to be considered as thereby ex-
pressing any opiunion whatever upon this
subject. I shall vote against it be-
cause at this stage the motion is in-
opportune.”

Dr. Ryerson replied for the Conserva-
tives. He could ‘quite understand the em-
barrassment of the Government. They did
not occupy that position because they
represented the people, but because they
represented the officials, and that was
the reason why 8ir Oliver did not desire
that this question should see the light of
day earlier thau it was. absolutely ne-

{ cessary.

The following members took part in
the day’s debate: Messrs. Whitney, Gar-
row, Willoughby, Stratton, Ryersosm,
Chapple, Little, Hardy, Haycock and
Kerns. 1

The Division.

A division was taken on the amendment
atl 11,15 with the result that the Gov-
erhment were sustained by & majority
of 37. Thus the forecast of The World
on June 27, the day after the elections,
that Sir Oliver was ‘“‘stronger thau ever”
has been proven correct.

The Patrons voted solid with the Gov-
ernment, Leader Haycock having, fore
the vote, stated that the party yopld
wait for the announcement of the olicy
of the ministers before voting up the
feea question. Only 25 votes were -
corded for the mmendment as against 62
nays. Mr. Middleton of Hamilton was
absent, unpaired, so that'Sir Oliver’s ac-
tual majority was 38.

The face of the Premier, when the re-
sult of the division was announced by
the Clerk of the House was. a study.. A
smile that spoke of extreme satisfaction
played over his features and success
gleamed in his eyes.

The House then went into Committee
of  Supply, passed the first item and ad-
journed at 11.85.
