Shall Boys Go to College»

80MB ARB FITTED FOR LITS, AND OTHERS 
ARB UNFITTED BY COLLEGE TRAINING.

Rev. Charles H- Parkhurst, D.D., in his 
paper to young men in May Ladies Borne 
Journal, discusses “Shall We Send Our Boy 
to College?” answering the query with the 
assertion, “That depends a great deal on the 
boy.” He announces himself to be a thor­
ough believer in the college, but holds that 
“It might not be beet for him (our boy) to 
go to college; it might not be beet for the 
community that he should. College 
a man for life, and also it can unfit him. 
There are styles of education that disqualify 
the student for doing what he is competent 
to de, without qualifying him to do that 
which he might tike to do, but for which he 
lacks, and always will lack, tbo prerequisites. 
* * As a general principle, the more a man 
knows the better, but so long as the present 
order of things continues a great amount of 
very ordinary work will require to be done; 
and ordinary people will accomplish ordinary 
work better than extraordinary people will 
and be a great deal more comfortable while 
doing it Hordes of both sexes are entering 
college for the reason that they do not enjoy 
doing commonplace things. The result is 
that commonplace things are left undone, 
and uncommonplaoe things fare still worse. 
Agriculture is the material basis of a nations 
strength and prosperity. W e oould dispense 
with either lawyers, doctors*r ministers bet 
ter than we could with farmers. Probably 
we should not quarrel ao much if there were 
fewer students of the law; should not be 
siok ao much if there were fewer students of 
medicine, and should not be so wicked if 
there were fewer students of theology. All of 
these could contribute liberally to the ranks 
of the agriculturalists with advantage to the 
professions and to the grain and vegetable 
markets. I am not disparaging anybody, 
neither am I saying that it would not be a 
good thing, in itself considered, if every one 
however material or menial hie occupation, 
oould receive all that the finest schools or 
college training oould confer; but that is not 
practicable at present, and never will be till 
people get over thinking that there Is a dis­
grace attaching to the doing of ordinary 
things.”

Electricity on the Farm.

There is a way by which every farm house, 
even the most isolated, may have the luxury 
of electric lights—even of electric power and 
electric heat. Hitherto only large commun­
ities have been able to afford the machinery 
necessary to apply this new form. But one 
of the useful results of Dr. Ni 
toward the north pole is that the world has 
learned bow to make electricity as simply 
and as cheaply as it draws water from a well, 
•%ys the New York Press.

In one of the communications respecting 
Dr. Nansen’s expedition, it is stated that 
electric light was generated by means of a 
windmill Why should not this be done in 
latitudes lower than those of the arctic re­
gions? What is needed is that a wheel 
should go around quickly. This is generally 
done by the consumption of coal; sometimes 
by the fall of water. It is true that the 
wheel of a windmill only turns when there 
is wind enough to make it. But then there 
is such a thing as the storage of electricity. 
Therefore, electric force, one would suppose, 
might be produced by a windmill and by an 
electric engine, the latter only being worked 
when the wind fails.

Toronto World: The binder twine fac­
tories connected with the Central prison and 
Kingston penitentary turn out about one- 
third of the entire Canadian output The 
remaining two-thirds is supplied by 
seven factories, two in Brantford, and one 
each in Port Hope, Halifax, Montreal, St. 
John and Toronto. Prison labor acts 
disturbing factor in the business, so much so 
that many workmen have been thrown out of 
employment, several of the factories having 
had to shut down on acoount of over-produc­
tion. The idea of utilizing prison labor 
seems to be an excellent one, but it appears 
to ns there are many uses to which it could 
be put without injuring the honest working- 

Can’t the prisoners be put to work 
on the roads? Hie systematic employment 
of prison labor ought to supply the province 
with many miles of excellent trunk highways 
every year. Why not send them into the 
mining country to mine ore or open up road­
ways Into the mining districts?
