Itis conreded by all, that the morals of this country ot
this time, are in n wost deplorable state.  Scarcely a day
felapses without briaging with it otte or more narratives ol
horrid murders,wholesale butcheries—during robbenes--
forgeries & private delinqueancies ol every description—
appalling to the feelings, and which destroy all contidene-
in individual rectitude and honor.— We shall not attempt,
at this time, to point out the various causes which have
couspired in a greater or less deg. e, to bring about tins
alarming condition of society.”

.scarcely a religious society of any magnitude which hus
»not had its most bitter dissensions, which in mavy insisn-
tces have resulted in open separation into different partics
with embittered feclings of hostility to each other.  The
spirit of peace and love which was given by the head of
the church as the badze of his feliowship, is no longer
the type ot christitn fellowship. At the same time 1he
professed ministers of religion present to us such diss
cordant views of what the scripturesaresaid to teach, that
distrust isawakened in regard to the whole subject, and
weare begianing to regard cur spiritual leaders, but as
the blind leading the blind. In this state of religious
anarchy, when Divines who have devoted their whole
lives to the consideration of the subject, are violently op-
posed to cach ather in regard 10 what the bible teaches,
how can we, the laity, reccivo implicitly the doctrines of
cither party 5 and in the state of scepticism thus induced,
will not religion lose i1s influence over our morals ?—
