IIe merely echoes, or rather
we should say, reports what he hears the mighty monareh of the
universe say, expressing complaint and lamentativn at the wicked-
ness, the ingratitude, the obstinacy and unbelief of sinners to
whom he has been calling,—fur whuse salvation he has been stretch-
ing out the arms of his compassion, whom he has been counsclling,
reproving, and entreating to turn and live.
