Rebellion of 1848.” He has discuvered traces
of r similarity 10 habiis and manners between
thy Britons and Insh in remote times, which
.must, we should think, give umbrage to those
geatleman who keep up such .a pother, now-as
dazae, about * Celtic” desires and tepdencies.
He even amigos a nnpenou\y to \bé much
abused Isish :— .
