IRELAND'S GREATEST GLORY HAS BEEN NER

CHURCHES,

He might take them from nation to nation
throughout the peoples of Christendom ; but be
loved, whenever he had to illustrate any his-
torical argument magnifying the glories of
the Catholic Church, to go home to his own
native land, for there amid trials and suffer-
ings, there in the life of her who was amongst
the nations the queen of many sorrows, did
he find the grandest illustration that ever
people gave of thestrength aud glory of the
Catholic Church of Jesus Christ: Every ves-
tige of whatever Ireland once had of national
greniness had departed. Perie runt ctiem
ruirae—the very rulns that indicate wbatl was
once a soversign people were gone. Thehill
in the heart of Mid-Meath that was once
crowded with the palaces of Irsland’s kings
did not :etain even one foundation stone to
show where the glories of the land cnce
dwelt. But the history of Ireland and of the
Irish race was clearly, emphatically,
eloguently told, and torth from the grave of
departed ages was brought the country’s
most splendid life of faith and of high civili-
zatlon. The ruins of Ireland’s churches re-
mained ; they had not perished. The palaces
of the earthly monarch were completely swept
away; but the palaces ot the King of
Heaven were rooted in the soil, and out of
that soil no powerful persecutor had ever
been able to pluck them.

WIOAT TUE HISTORY OF IRELAND'S CATIHOLICITY
TELLS CS.

“What did this history of Ireland's Catho-
Licity tet] them ? Preaching in another land,
and addressing many who were, no doubt, of
a different race, but who were still united to
bim and his by even a more sacred union than
that of common blood or nationality—the
bond of faith and Christian charity—he scru-
pled not to speak of this as an illustration of
his argument; fifteen hundred years ago,
when nearly the whole of Europe was lying
sn darkpess, and the whole Roman Empire
was broken up by the iuvasions of the Goths,
Visigoths, and Vandals, who swept away
erery trnce of Pagan civilization that had
been left in the world, and when the Church
of God had to begin again laboriously as she
emeiged from the catacombs, to build up mo-
dern society—at that time, when the voice of
a saint aud apostle proclaimed in the ancient
Celtic topgue the names of Jesus and Mary,
Ireland opened her eyes to the faith, and her
ears to the music of the Gospel,and herheart
to the gracesof her God. Then and there she
began to give evidences of her love for the
faith. How? By building here and there
throughout the land, not single churches, but
groups of seven churches, in the fuith that sbe
was building for God. Nothing less would
satisfy the greatness of the zeal of the lrish
people, and the ardor of their carly love, than
that they should ercct groups of seven

churches, each charch being within sight
and sound of anotler, 50 that ihe solitaries
and wmonks could easily pass from church to
church to commemorate the various phases
of the life and passion and death of their

Lord.
IRELAND DURING THE DATS OF PERSECUTION.

And these groups of seven churches were
to be found in all parts of the country. The
ivy had crept over their walls, and had sus-
tained and kept together many of them until
{he present day. Farout in the islands that.
breasted the wild surf of the western ocean
were to be found groups of seven churches ;
they were to be met with in the beart of the
mountains, where the voice and the footfall
of man were rarely heard. Oan the hills and
in the valleys throughout the land they spoke
ocut eloquently and grandly of what Ireland
wag fifteen hundred years ago. After this
came a period of conquest and misery upon
the nation ; but still faith and charlty burned
as brightly as ever in the national heart. Ire-
land was covered with those magnificent
buildings—cathedrals, abbey-churches, and
others—whose ruins to this day melted with
pity the heart of him who pondered on their
glories that were faded, and even caused tears
to fiow from tho eyes of the stranger, Then
came persecution, and the Son of God was
driven from Hig churches. Ris altars were
pulled down, and the cloisters were closed.
Bishops, priests and nuns were driven forth
like wild beasts. Not a temple remained;
no# an altar to uphold Him; not a tabernacle
for Iis reception. The Son of God could aay
once more in that Iand, ¢ I have now no place
whervon to lay My head.” Btrange worshipers
came, and profaned the holfest places, as they
were profaned in England and Ireland at the
present day. But Ireland opened her heart,
and the Irish people sald *o their Saviour,
¢Come to us in the fastnesses of the hills ;
JLoome in the silent places of the land ; come
and find a home in our hearts.” Altar and
tabernacle were gone, but the hearts of people
remained. Under the canopy of heaven,
under the' wild country sky, was the
fsacrifice offered up, and_the men and women
of Ireland went to pay homage to Jesus Christ.
Notin the days of the Seven Churches, not in
the days of the glories of Monasterboiece and
other Cistercian abbeys, not even in the days
when a prince, bishop, and saint wielded the
sreater of Dublin, was Our Lord more magni-
ficently housed in freland than at the time
when the. only tabernacle, the only altar, in
Ireland was the hearts of a people prepared
to shed their blood for thelr falth,

* 1% he lived for a thousand years. until the
moment when he should lie down to dis,
never for & single day could he banish from
kis memory or from his eyes the visions of the
sfilicted and famishing that he then beheld.
The Irish people went forth not in thousands,
but in millions ; they wept forth from a soil
that seemed to bave forgotten its ancient gen-
erogity ; they went forth to fied -a home sny-
where on the face of Ged's earth. They
crossed the ocean, They went to other
lands, and their presence told the tale of
Ireland's sorrow tn other peoples. But
wherever they went, whatever their trials,
however terrible their misery, the Catholic
Church sprang up in all its beauty and glory
in the midst of them, through their power of
their undying faith, and of their love for the
houso of God. .

THE MOST GLORIOUS PERIOD OF IRELAND'S
HISTORY,

Fiftesn hundred years ago [reland was the
wonder of the world because of her sanctity,
and they called her the Island of Saints; for
three hundred years she was again the wonder
of the world because ot her fidelity to the
faith ; and to-day the people of Ireland by
their energy in church-building elicited ihe
wonder ot the world and showed their undy-~
ing love and zeal for the honor and glory of
God. He asked his hearers to look atf the
temple in which they were assembled. There
was & solemn, sweet stateliness abont it,
There was about it that which speaks of con-
secration. It could never be turned to any
use other than that of being a place of wor-
ship, a house in which God dwelt with men.
Its foundations were, indeed, laid upon Eng-
lish soil, but its real foundations were those
which were the foundations of many and
many a glorious church besides—the hearts of
the Irish people. He had seen far away in
distant lands most stately churches, the ad-
miralion ot uations, which had sprung from
the same hearts.

TOE GRATITUDE OF THE IRISH PEOPLE.

All this proved that no matter what God
in His wisdom might have deprived the Irish
people of, no matter what trials or crosses
His chastening hand, in Iiis inscrutable wis-
dom, might bave laid upoa them, no matter
how the stranger may scoff or jeer to-day at
their incomprehensible ways and strange
fuith—a faith which was after all the oldest
in the world—all this went to prove that the
Irish people were, beyond all others, the peo-
ple of God, for they, above all others, might
say, « Wa have loved, O Lord, the beauty of
Thy house and the place where Thy glory
dwelleth.,” It was in the name of Him who
compliineth of one thing only—that He had
not a place wherein to lay His head—it was
in the name of that faith, that wherever it ex-
isted, united with great love, would ever try to
take that reproach out of the mouth of the
Saviour, it wag in the name of a race—for he
was nddressing Irishmen chiefly—that never
forgot, in suashine or shadow, joy or sorrow,
to love their God and the glory and beauty of
His house—it was in the name of all this that
he asked them to do for God and His altar
and bis priests what no Catholic Irishman
who followed the traditions of his fathers
should ever refuse to do, namely, to free a
church from a heavy debt which encumbered
it. Let them show to all future times that
amid all the infidelity and treason of this
contemptible nineteenth century—this cen-
tury whose chief glory was that it plucked the
crown from the brow of him who had the
best right in the world to wear it—that the
faith and love of Irish Catholics at home and
abroad was equal to those of the noblest epoch
in their history, What could he promise
them in return for their gratitude and gener-
osity to their Lord ? 1le would tell them in
the words of ono who was inspired by the
Holy Ghost, « Eye hath not seen, ear hath not
heard, nor hath it entered inte the heart of
man to conceive what things the Lord pre-
pares for those wholove Him.” Jesus Christ
would not be their debtor, and if they helped
to build a church and to freeit from the bur-
den of debt, He would assist them by His
grace to build up for themeelves & house of
imperishable materiale in His own King-

dom.

Cabinetde Lecture Parolasial, Quebee, onthe oc-

casion of the opening ofthe Academzic year. On

the platform were: Rev. Mr. Beaudet, chairman,

and the professors of the various facuitier, The
faculty of theology was represented by the Rev,

Messrs. Delavigne and Parent; the faculty of
lasww by the Hon. P. J. O._Chauveau, the Hon.

Mr. Justice Jette, Messrs. Lacorte, 8. C. Cherrler
and J. Alphonse OQuimet, and the fa-ulty of
medicine by Drs. Rottot, Laramlie, E. P. Lacha-
pelle, Lamarche ,Desroslers, Fafard, 8. Lacha-
pelle, Rieard, Dagenais, Brossot, Berthelot, and
Desrosiers. Mis Lordshipthe Bishop of Montreal,
accompanied by hls Lordship Bishop O'Rlelly,
Bishop of Springfield, also honoured the occcasion
with their presence. The opening address was
delivered by the Rev. Mr. Beautet. Mr. Lacoste,
% C., followed. Thesubject of his address was
the relations between commerce and law, and
despite 1he artdity of the subjeet, he succceded
in rendering it both Interesting and attractive.
Mr. Cherrler, Dean of the Faculty of Law, then
addressed to the students the recornmendations
usually made at the commencement of the
academle yoear. Hlisadvice appeared to be ex-
cellently well recelved Judglng from the applause
with which It was greeted.

«Strengthened by our conviction of the justice
of our cause, ofthe goond faith with which we
have acted, and desfrous of coutinuing the good
work which we ha+e already begun, we caunot
and shall not submlit to the extingitishment of
the Montreal branch of our institution, which
from Its very commencement has given such
strong hopes of success, aod indeed has realized
our fondest hopes.” Awalting the result of the
last attack, which he sald there is every reason

to hope will eund as al thore
which rcceded 1t,7 he adwvised all,
whether directors, profeasors or students, to do

thelr duty, that being the right way of manifest-
ing their love and devotedness towards \heir
Alma Mater, acd of assurlng to her a long and
prosperous career. The sesslon was then de-
olarod closed.
