The oustom of woaring orange blossems at
weddings is of comparatively recent date with
us, It came into use, like most other female
fashions in drese, from Spain. In the latter
conntry it has leng abtalned and it sald to
have been originally of Moorlsh origln, There
is, however, an old Spanish legend which
glveo a different occcunt ef ita Introduction.
Acoording to thie, soon after the importation
of tho orange tree by the Moors, one of the
Spanish Kings had a splelmen of which he
was very proud, and of which the Freuch
Ambassador was extreamely desirous to obtain
an offshoot. - The garduer’s daughter was
aware of this, and, in order to provide herself’
with the pecessary dowry to enable her to
marry her lover, ‘she obtained & ellp, which
ahe rold to the Ambagaador at a high price.

who will rench Rome direct from India about
Christmas. The Cardinal-Vicar then pro-
ceeded to blesa, with the prayers of the ritual,
the spacious and elegant chapel dediocated to
St. Joseph, after which the three floors, com-
poslug the edifice, were respictively blessed,
acoording to rite, by the Archbighop of Mon-

atlon, added thereto her cofficial protection
for the Coliege of Rome. The edifice, con-
strocted after the plans of the architeot, Uar-
iminl, and under the surveillance of the Pro-
ourator-Goneral of the Sulpiclans In Rome,
and of Rev, Father Leolair, sent exprosaely
from Montreal, ia situated in Via delle guat*
tro Fontane, the principal entrance .fronting
on Via di San Vitale, .The corner atone was
lIaid in 1888 ; the bullding forms three eldes
of a square, the forth opening on a spaclons
garden ; the guadrangle, with galleries and
srches upheld by slender granite golumns, re-,
calls somewhat the Court of S. Damasus a$
the Vatican ; the third- floor, instead of the
gallery, has sn opsn terrace running along
the three sldes, on which open the rooms of
the students, who have thus ample light, alr,
expanse of view, and a pleasant walking
tace, The ground flooxr contains spacious
soture rooms, recreation . hall, parlors, and a
large cquare refectory, the vaultad ceiling
supported by columns ; on the second floor
are comfortable apartments for the Canadlan
Bishopa visiting Rome, the library with con-
tignous reading room, the chapel, the rooms
tor the Saperlor ‘and other college officials ;.
while the other floors are appropriated to the
Infirmity, -and to the sixty rooms for the
alamni, now numbering twenty. The college’
