Whatever there was in the battle scene of picturesque
or sublime~<and- viewed “merely “as u ‘specincle ‘&
great battle displays these qualities in a way that 0o
manifestation of nataral forcesor of: humdn’énergy
ever can—must shrink and shrivel befure the awful
earnestness of the ;sgue. Of ocourse at this moment
it is impoasible to give more than the most gezeral
impressions ;—the phenomena of n batle are 100
multifarions and complicated for the resources of
any oue cbserver ; and the man does not live who can
repreduce with life and truth the reality of even the
smallest engagement, The tbeatre of operationa to-
day extended from Fredericksburgh on the right and
down the south side of the Rappabanooek for two
iles. The accompanyiog dingratn, toguther with a
brief deseription, may serve to make the account a
little clearer. Immediately bebind the town of Fre-
dericksburgh, the tand forms s pikteau, or amvoth
field runniug back for about a third of » wile. It
iben rises forty or fifty yards, forming a ridge of
ground, whivh runs along 1o the left for ubout a
qurter of & mile, where it abut3 at Hazel River, which
empties in the Rappalinock, west of the town. At
the foet of the ridge runs the telegraph road, fanked
by a stone wall. This eminence was studded with
rebel baticries. To the right zlong up the river, the
ridge prolonga itself 1o opposite Falmouth, and be-
jond ; and here, too, batteries were pianted on every
ndvantageous position. Back of the first ridge i3
anotber plateau, and theu s second terrace of wooded
hills, where n second line uf fortifications were placed.
Between the rear of the town aud the frs: tidge, a
canal tuns right and left, and empties into the river
gome distance above Falmouth. This plaiu, of &
third of # mila dsep, batween the suburba of the
theatre of operativns of the Right Frederickburgh
and the first ridge of *hills, was Grand Division of
the army, tnder Major-Gen, Sumaer. On this nar-
row theatre our bruve troops surged und swept, for-
ward und backward, in the tide of baltle, fur tea
long hours. A word now op the scene of uperatious
of the Left Grand Division. From the Lower psrt
of the town the ridge on which it is built slopes
nbruptly down to a comparatively level or undulated
country, which stretebes for some miles down the
Rappabapvoek, Aboul n counle of miles back of the
river it rises into & wooded clope. At s point » mile
‘and 8 half below Fredericksburgh, two puntoous had
been thrown neross oo Thursday morning, and on
Friday :he whole of the Left Grand Division, under
the command of Mujor-Gen. Franklin, had marched
uver the river. Duylight of Saturday tound the
force drawn up in battle urray on the broad plain
skirting the Rappabunnuck. The batile ground,
very marshy in some pinces, preseated n fue field for
wilitary evolutions, The turnpike leading t» Fre-
dericksburgh ruus about ono kalf of & mite from and
nearly parallel to the river, Beyond is the raiiruad,
und still further beyond, the woody range of hills in
which the enemy were strongly eatrenched, ~About
a mile and a bulf trom Fredericksburgh, neacly on
the river edge, is situnted A, N. Barnerd’s stooe
munsion, after the English style.  The line of Battle
as it appeared in the morning, was as follows ; —The
Sixth Army Corps, upder Gen. Smith (Franklin's old
force,) on the right, composed of three divisions,
nnely 1 Gen. Newion, on extreme rignt aud resr:
Gen. Burke, on the centre, and Gen, Howe, oo the:
lefl. The Firat Awmy Corps, Gen. Reynolds, ex-
tending still furtber 10 the left, drawn up -in’the fol-
towing order: Gen, Gibbons' Division wn the right,
connecting with Gen, Howe's ; Gen. Meade's centre,
and Gen. Doubleday, left, fronting to the sputhward
and resting nearly on the river.
the order in which our furcea were drawn up, there
being three distinct iines of battle. Opjoséd to our
right, under Gen. Sumoer, was the rebe!l left, under
command of Gen. Loogstreet. Opposed to our left,
under Gen. Franklin, was the rebel righi, under
Gen. Jackson, Gen. Lee, Generalissimo of the South-
ers army, Was in persen io commaad of the Coufede-
rate forces during the whote day. "~ The plan of Gen.
Burnside, ngreed upon in Council of Wur, was to
endeavor to pierce the rebet ceutre. Eurly on the
morning of Saturduy the order was given that Sum-
per's left, compuosed of the Ninth Army Corps, under
command of Genéral Wilcdux, should be extended
until it reached Feanklin's right- thus forming a
coutinuous iine of battle aloug the river for two
miles, the left resting on the river ut the point where
the lower pontoons croes, snd the right on Frede-
ricksburgh. The left wing, comprising tbe whole of
Frauklin's command (ffty thousand men) sbould
then be gwung round, s on a pivut, furmed by Snm-
uer's extremns right, resting on  Fredericksburgh. If
successful in this wancuvre, Froouklis would divide
the rebel Jline, tnke pussession of the railroad (the
line of reireat), and come in un the flunk of the rebei
works back of Fredericksborgh. While thia wmove-
ment «aa being deveioped, n divigion was to be sent
up frow Gen. Snmuer's commund, by the plank road
o storm the ridge. 1 \bhere ghiouid be any [rilure io
thig_ it was hoped the co-uperntion of Franklin wonid
presently mnke success certain.  Hooker's corps was
destined to act a8 n reserve,  The dawn of Sewurday
found the forces dizuributed a3 thus iudicatted.

The first advenced was French's, composed of the
brigades of Kimbali, Morris sod Weber, supported
by Hancock's Division consisting of the brigades of
Caldwell, Zook, and Meagher. Forming -his men
uader covar of a small koofl in the rear of the towa,
skirmiahers were deploged to the left toward Huzel
Dell ; Sturgis, supporting at the same time, moved
up, aod rested oa s point at-the ruilroad.

Promptly meeing .this
dnnger, Geuersl Hunt, Chief of Artillery, instantly
dispatcbed orders to cease firing. [t was well be
did so, fur immedin:ely afierward an Aide cume gnt-
lo2ing from Gen. Couch, from the vther side of the
river, begging that our buatteries should cease, us
they were actually firiog into his commuand !

Atearly morn the Thirteonth
Mussachusetts, Pernsylvania Bucktails, and two or
three other regiments, were deployed in front as
skirmishers considerable firing took place. No seon-
er, however, bad the henvy mist cleared away, than
Cuaptain Hall’s Battery, (Second Maine,) planted st
the right of Gibbon's division, opened fire upon the
rebels. Artillery firing nuw became geuneral along
the whole line, which was returned by the rebels.
Heavy piege guna in our rear, the First Maryland,
Pirsy Massnchusetts Batteries, and Battery D Fifth
Artillery on the right; Capt, Ransom's und Captain
Walker's in front, and Gowsn's New York, and
Lient. Harn's Third New York Independent on the
left, nad othec butteries, kept up a tecrific lire oo the
rebels. Orders now came to advance, and about
vine ¢'clock Gibbon's snd Meade's divisions cow-
menced moving slowly furward. Gea. Mende's com-
mand, consisting of the Pennsylvania Reserves, wus
arranpged in the following order: First Brigade, em-
bracing the First, Second, One Hundred and Twenty
Firsy, and Sixth Regiments at the left; Second Bri-
gade ~ Third, Fourth, Sereath snd Eighth, ceutre;
and * Third Brigade, (Jrckson's) [fifth, Tenth,
Eleveuth, and Twellth, at the right. The advance
reaulted in almoat straightening our lines, which were
before somewhat of u crescent. CGongiderable resist-
ance was met with, yet the forces continued to move
forwird, until at mid-day the line of battle wns
three quarters of a mile in ndvance of where it had
been av the vutset. But now cume the reserve fire of
the evemy with terrific force.  Shot, shell and cav-
nister were poured into our men from various points,
while the rebel infantry appearing, fired with rapidi-
ty. Still they continued to press on, Severnl bat-
teried moved forward st the same time. As our
troops saw the enemy giviug way, cheer afler cleer
rent the air. Abous vne o'cluck, General Meade or-
dered a charge, which wag well executed - the men
pressing on the edge of the very crest, wnd skillfully
penetrating by a movemert on the flank, an ovening
which iappened to oceur between the Division of A.
P. Hill and Barly's Brigade, captured several bun-
dred prisoners belonging t the Sixty-firsd Georgia
and Tbirty-first North Carolion. While the fight
wul progressing at that point, the enemy sent four
beavy columny down on our left near the river.
They were hundsomely repulsed and driven back,
however, by Gen Donbleday's Division—Cowan's
New York and Lieat. Harug' Fourth Artillery, and
Third New Yurk Batterics aiding very materially in
the discombitnre of the enemy. Owing to the_lack
of  reinforcements, Gen. V\leade's command was
uhliged 1o fall back » quarter of a mile, where they
remained —three quarters of a mile beyond the
ground first oceupied. Very beavy musketry firing
continued along the line, neithor side gaiving nny
muterinl advantage. About half-past ose o’clock
the first live o baitic in Gen. Gibbons' Division was
relieved by the sacond when Tower's Brigade, now
commanded by Col. Root, charged over an open field
boyond the railrond, nnd down into the edge of the
woods, veeupying the breastworks which the enewmy
had conatrneied here, and eapturing 200 prisoners,
belunging to the Thirty-sixth Nortv Carolina
wnd  w»  South Cnrrolinn  regiment. Geneoral
Gibbons wna severely wounded in the right
band. They held their own for some time, bur
were eventusally compelled to fall back.
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When it fell back, threa guus wers left to bear upon
the advancing . enemy.. An order came at that mo-
ment to ¢oase firing, as the force coming from the
woods were our own men. When it had advanced,

He had just reached Gen: Franklin’s:headquar-
itera,in'a small’'grove of the"Bernurd Housé, and takeg
aseat under one of; the trees, when a ball; siniking a
few’ ‘yards in front of bhim, glapced and then ‘went
‘through his thigh,” inflicting"a*fearful wound,” He
.was immedistely convéyed to the Bernard House and
plaéed-in the charge of Dr. Phillips, Surgeon of the
Brigade.: As'he waa'lyinglod the couck, the Chap-
lain of the Harris’ Light Cavalry approached and in-
 quired if “he desited” him to write anything for him.
‘lsy-and-By," - be replied ; then turning to Surgeon
Hockley,'he inquired i¢ he should be able to live
forty-eight hours. A negalive answer being given
he further inquired if he should die easy. Several of
the surgeons in attendance thought his life mizut be
saved by awmputating the wounded iimb, bat the
chances were so-small he preferred not-to wadergo the
operation. He wns perfectly sensible, nnd never fur
once loat that self possession whicli hns always char-
racterised him on the field of balile, About two
o’clock General Birney's Division of Genernl Hooker's
Grand Division, which. had been delayed for some
time in crossiog by the enemy’s shelle, moved forwnrd
Lo the left to the support of Meade's Divisions. Gib-
bons bad become ‘much cut up.- The musketry fight
was than very heavy, and this division suflered se.
verely.  Adjolniug the First Gorps under Reyuolds
wug the Sixth Corps under Gen. Smith, preaeuvting
the following formation, in three lines of battle :
Gen. Newton at the right ; Gen Burren at the contre
nand Ggo, Jowe on the left, counecting with Rey-
nold’s corps. At sunnise the skirmishers commenced
moving forward, Genersl Viston, cotamanding,--
About 8 o'clock the rcbeis opened n heavy cannou-
ade upon the men. Some of their batteries weore but
a short distance away. A burning dwelling, which
attracted considerable attention the night previous,
wayg destroyed by them in order to make hetter shefr
range. Martic's New York battery, Frank's Kitst
New York, and Soow’s Firat Marylsnd replied to e
rebel gnng with wnch epirit. At 3 o’clock Geueral
Newton’s was withdrawn from the extieme of this
corps, and 00k a pusition on the extreme right of
Reynold's command, where it was actively employed
during the remaindar of the dny. About 4 o'clock
the Fourth New Jersey were urdered to charge npon
a force of the enemy near tho railroad, which they
did, driviog them back for one hundred yards or
more. A superior force then appearing against them,
they were forced to retire.  Qolounel B. B, Hatch feli,
wounded in the leg. The rebels censed their artil-
lery fire oo this partion of the nrmy about 10 o'viock
in the moroning. Tuwatd evening, however, they
sent & tull brigade in the direction of Marlin's bai-
tery, who ¢ume on with & yell; expecting te caprure
it. The warm reception which they received rore
the battery and the Secowd and Fonrth Vermuout
Regiments, which were scting as skirmishers, row-
pelled them to fall kack. At the guwmne tuie
three lines of infaniry, compoged of Prati’s ubd Vi
ton’s brigades, stood to arms, snd advanced wib
fixed bayonets. Night put an end to further cpea
tionsg on eitber side, with the exception of oreasingal
discharges from our heavy puas, "Toe rtesult of the

bridge spans the strenm  The vetersn soldier hatl
beea extremely deairous of crozamng over and direc:-
ing in person the movements uf his grand division,
but the Commuonding General would not permit i,
and A3 a comprownise he had come down tromn  the
Phillips House, woich Groeral Burnside had made
his bendqunrters for the day, & mule from the iver,
nnd catablisbed here at its brink, I could not help
feeling regret that the leashed old wur dog was vot
lot loose ut the throat of the enemy. Meanwhile, na
Frodericksburg had become 1tvo hor 1o visit with n
decent respect for one's safety, [ rewnsined with the
Genersl in the ambulance, to fullow thy tide of battle
a3 reported by canstantly srriving Aides and Couri-
ers. The old man ivoked anxious nnd fearful.—
Things were not going well with bis command. For
three hours his men had been fighting agninat fear-
ful odds. They were much exhausted, their loss was
excessive, and nothing had been accomplished In-
deed, to the test of the ear, at the point where we
were located, it seemed as though they were beiug
badly pressed. The batteries had been brought
down and plaoted at the heads of the streets. The
troups were hugging the city closely to escape the
fearful fire. ¢ Where i3 Franklin? was the eager in-
quiry. ‘Everything depends on Frankiin's coming
up on the flank. Franklin's position was plainly ob-
servable by the line of smoke nod fire s couple of
miles to our left below. He was making no nearer.
At 3 d'clock an aide arrives trom Gen. Couch ty say
that his (Couch's) troops were advauding finely ; but
that Wilcox was not keeping up, * Tell Gen. Wil-
cux,” replics Gen. Sumner, *tell him he must wake
the Ninth Army Corps keep pace with the Secound, if
he cun.' At 3} o'clock, Sturgis, who had been cling-
ing 1o the valley amid showers of fire, is s0 botly
preased that ‘ be bardly thinka he can bold his own
till Griflin comes up.’ At 4 o'cloek, French reports
that hiz right is held by u brignde (Mason’s) which is
without aminupition.  Sumuer sends 4 messnge, beg-
ging Burnside that Franklin be directed 1o ndvance,
But Franklin cannot advance. He lins enough to do
ut thisg moment to hold his vwan, for Jucksocn has juss
thrown in reinforcements and i3 pushing bard to turn
his left. Menntime the resecves huve not been touch-
ed. Hooker's Contral Grand Division ~ lifty thou-
sand fresh 1oen ~-have not yet heen engaped ;.iudt:ed,
are yet mdinly on this side of the river.  ¢7Tell Gen.
Burnside that ho had better, by all means tirow some
of Hooker's in’  Buruside repiies that he has directly
ordered Hooker 10 go in, nud that every man on this
gide of the river shuil cross  Prompily the eolumn
is pushed dowu-tu the pontveas. Humphrey's division
of Buuierfield's corps leadiog. The wary rebels
shurply oo the alers for the muvement of troops, and
heving a battery or two mdmirally traived on tke
Lridge, pour iv the shells and somswhat deluy vpera-
tiona. Happily, though they fall all nround the
bridge, and kill some men on the banks, Lthey do the
tructure no barm. [n case they ‘do, huwever, a
corpa of poutoniers stend ready tu repuir nuy dum-
age, At 4 o'clock, Geun. Hooker, who had not yeu
been across the river, proceeded over, remerking to a
friend thut be ‘ was going to vpur-this thing through.'
In half an bour prodigious volleys of musketry no-
nouneed that Hooker, with the reaerves is engaged.
This last assaulting columu counsisted of the divi-
sions of Humpbrey, Monk, Howurd, Getly and Sykes.
They had, hewover, hardly got “airly engaged bsfore
the sun went down, and night viused aronnd the
clamorous wratl ol the comuntunia, At this time,
Gon. Burnside, who hud rewained all day at tbe
Phillips Honse, cume down to the Lacey House ; nud
in the garden facing the city, followed the progress
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of tha fight. Esxternally calm, the leading player in
this tremendous game, was ngitated. by such inteu-
sity of feeling s one can. conceive, nud he paced Lbe
girden gloomy as night. ! That crest,” he exclained
passionately, ‘mustbe carried to night!  The bre-
vity of time into which the atupendoun issuc of the.
day had to be crowded seemed toadd redounbled
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
