New Pope was born at Riese—A
Great Preacher.

Joseph Sarto, patriarch of Ven-
ice, the new pope, was born at
Riese, diocese of Treviso, in the
|north of Italy, June 2, 1835, and
iwas educated at the semimary of
his diocese and at the Sacra Theo-
logia, Rome. His career has been
that of a pansh priest, spent al-
most wholly in the north of Italy.

It is singular that Venice alone
of all important cities in Italy has
only patriarchal rank, while many
smaller cities are seats of bishops
and arch-bishops.
