
VI. After classification, prisoners of
war shall be f ree to return to their home-
lands forthwith, and their speedy return
shall be facilitated by ail parties con-
cerned.

VII. In accordance with arrangements
prescribed for the purpose by the Re-
patriation Commission, each party te the
confiict shall have freedom and facilities
to expiain to the prisoners of war "de-
pending upon themn" their rights and
to informn the prisoners of war on any
mnatter relating te their return to their
homelands and particularly their f ull
freedom to return.

VIII. Red Cross teams of both sides
shahl assist the Repatriation Commission
in its work and shall have access, in
accordance with the termis of the draft
armistice agreement, to prîsoners of war
while they are under the temporary
jurisdiction of the Repatriation Com-
mission.

IX. Prisoners of war shall have free-
dom and facilities te make represent-
ations and communications te the Re-
patriation Commission and to bodies and
agencies working under the, Repatriation
Commission, and to inform any or al
such bodies of their, desires on any
matter concernîng themnselves, ini accord-
ance with arrangements made for the
purpose by the Commission.

X. Notwithstanding the provisions of

Ë aragraph Ill above, nothing in this
Repatriation Agreement shall be con-

strued as derogating from the authority
of the Repatriation Commission (or its
authorized representatives) te exercise
its legitimate functions and responsi-
bilities for the control of the prisoners
under its temporary jurisdiction.

XI. The terms of this Repatriation
Agreement and the arrangements arising
therefrom shahl be made known to al
prisoners of war.

XII. The Repatriation Commission is

entitled to eall upon parties to the con-
fluet, its own mnember governments, or
the Member States of the United
Nations for such legitimate assistance
as it may require in the carryiflg out of
its duties and tasks and in accordance
with the decisions of the Commission in
this respect.

XIII. When the two sides have made
an agreement for repatriation based on
these proposais, the interpretation of
that agreement shall rest with the Re-
patriation Commission. In the event of
disagreement in the Commission, major-
ity decisions shall prevail. When no
majority decision is possible, an umpîre
agreed upon in accordance with the

succeeding paragraph and with article
132 of the Geneva Convention of 1949
shall have the deciding vote.

XIV. The Repatriation Commission
shall at its first meeting and prior te an
armistice proceed te agree upon and
appoint the umpire who shal at ail times
be available to the Commission ana shall
act as its Chairman unless otherwise
agreed. If agreement on the appoint-
ment of the umpire cannot be reached by
the Commission within the, period of
three weeks alter the date of the first
meeting this matter should be referred
to the General Assembly.

XV. The Repatriation Commission
shall aiso arrange alter the armistice
for officiais te function as umpîres with

inspecting teams or other bodies to which
functions are delegated or assigned by
the Commission or under the provisions
of the draft armistice agreement, so0
that the compietion of the return of
prisoners of war te their homelanda shall
be expedited.

XVI. When the Repatriation Agree-
ment is acceded to by the parties con-
cerned and when an umipire has been
appointed under paragraph 14 above,
the draft armistice agreement, uniess
otherwise altered by agreement between
the parties, shail be deemed te have
been accepted by them. The provisions
of the draft armistice agreement shail
apply except in s0 f ar *as they are
modified by the Repatriation Agree-
ment. Arrangements for repatriation
under this agreement will begin when
the armistice agreement is thus con-
cluded.

XVII. At the end of ninety days, alter
the Armistice Agreement has been
signed, the disposition of aniy prisoners
of war whose return te their homnelands
may not have been effected in accord-
ance with the procedure set out in these

proposais or as otherwise agreed, shall
breferred with recommendations for

their disposition, including a target
date for the termination of their deten-
tion to the political conference to be
called as provided under article 60 of
the draft armistice agreement. If at
the end of a further thirty days there
are any prisoners of war whose return
to their homelands has not been effected
under the above procedures or whose
future lias not been provided for by the
political conference, the responsibiiy
Yor their care and maintenance and for
their subsequent disposition shall be
transferred to the United Nations; whlch
in ahi matters reiating to them shall
net stricthy in accordance with inter-
national law.
