Inquiries of the Ministry

DAIRYING-LEVY ON OVER-QUOTA
PRODUCTION

announced today, the government will in
effect be placing a levy of $1.25 per 100
pounds of milk on all manufactured milk
offered for sale in Canada, other than that
under the government quotas established by
the Dairy Commission?
