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Mr. Kindy: Some member is tallcing about stimulating
the economy i the province of Ontario, if I hear him.
right. Naturally the economy i Ontario lias suffered,
mostly through the free trade agreement. This free trade
agreement lias been brouglit i by the Conservative
government without enougli studies. Tbis is wliy riglit
now we are flot in a recession but i a depression.

Madami Deputy Speaker. I think the hon. member
would certaily allow one-minute rebuttal from the hion.
member for Scarborougli-Rouge River.

Mr. Lee: Madam Speaker, the hion. member lias quite
fairly made reference to tlie remarks by the hon. mem-
ber for Carleton-Cliarlotte.

He focused on good news. There is tlie odd piece of
good news out tliere, but the fact is tliat the governmnent
pursued an economic policy over tlie last year or two of
higli interest rates in an attempt to bring inflation down.
There was a free trade adjustment goig on, plus a global
restructuring in a number of areas industrially, and it lias
basically brought this economy to its knees. Part of that
recession was government mnduced. The existence of a
large government debt did not hlp and our economic
circumnstances are really flot too good.

The hon. member was not misleading wlien lie gave bis
facts, but he is certaily showing an awful lot of blue sky
wlien Canadians are seeing it as otherwise. We are
lookig for reality and accuracy in these debates.

Madami Deputy Speaker. TWo members were splitting
a 20-minute period. We have just finished a five-minute
period of questions and comments.

I will recognize for the second 10-minute period the
lion. member for Broadview-Greenwood.

Mr. Dennis Milis (Broadview-Greenwood): Madain
Speaker, I arn actually quite disturbed by tlie bill we are
votmng on toniglit. We are talking about alrnost $50
billion of taxpayers' money when we include the both
packages we will be approving or voting on toniglit. That
is an awful lot of money to be makig a decision on. The
member for Scarborougli-Rouge River made a very
good point whicli was that we probably should have a
mucli longer debate on this witli mucli more ability to be
specific about where this $50 billion is goig. I do not
know if a $1 billion expenditure could be put througli this
quickly in a board meeting of a major corporation. We
are talking liere of almost $50 billion of taxpayers'
money.

How do you address ail of this appropriation in less
than 10 minutes? It covers everythiing from the Depart-
ment of Agriculture to Enterprise Cape Breton, the
communications-

Mr. Boyer. Speak of something specific.

Mr. Milis: 'Me member says: "Speak of something
specific". The specific thing I want to refer to is the fact
that the process of spending $50 billion worth of taxpay-
ers' money i one day is a littie too quick. There should
be a mucli longer debate on this with more specifics
especially when people out there are havmng difficulty
right now. They are saying: "When you are spending
almost $50 billion, isn't there some way you can find in
that lump sum of $50 billion a little bit more money for
training?"

Right now i the city of 'Ibronto people wanting to be
retrained cannot find places to be retrained because we
have apparently run out of money. It does not matter
wliat part of the city it is. You can go to Centennial
Coliege, Seneca College, Humber Coliege, George
Brown College, there is no more training money left and
here we are approving $50 billion.

If we were addressing the most serious problem. that is
facing our economy today ini a more direct and radical
way, and I amn talking about the fact that there is close to
two million people unemployed out there right now,
then I might feel a little bit more confident.

Mr. Boyer. 'Me amnount of money in this year's budget
is bigger than last year's budget.

Mr. Milîs: The member for Etobicoke-Lakeshore
says that there is more money in this budget or i this
appropriation for training than there was the last time.

An hion. member- Where is it?

Mr. Milis: It is still not enougli. We heard the member
from Carleton-Charlotte talk earlier about how well
the economy is doing with the zero inflation rate and the
low iterest rates. The governrnent lias room to put a
little bit more money into training. It lias room to put
money into some capital projects to get people back to
work.

At what point do you loosen up? Canadian taxpayers,
and we are ail representing Canadian taxpayers liere, are
being asked to give the governiment, $50 billion. This is at
the saine time as there are low interest rates and low
inflation. At the saine time government has no money
for retraining and people cannot find opportunities to be
retrained. There seems to be a lack of confidence in the
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
