INTERPRETATION ACT AMEND-
MENT BILL.
SECOND READING.

Hon. Mr. ABBOTT moved the second
reading of Bill (130) “An Act to amend
‘The Interpretation Act.” He said: This
Bill is composed of only four clauses and
is intended to remedy a difficulty which
has occurred on more than one occasion
in connection with the repeal and amend-
ment of existing legislation. My hon.
friend from Amherst brought before
the House a case of this description the
other day, where a doubt existed in the
mind of a judge or courtas to whether the
repeal of an Act which brought another
Actinto force did not destroy the force of
the latter. There are three or four other
points of that description which have been
encountered, and we desire tohave an Act
passed which will declare what the law is
on these subjects. This also I think may
be advantageously discussed in detail when
it comes betore a Committee of the whole
House.
