CHAPTER XVI.

Of the Patients.

1. No patient shall smoke in the house or on the galleries,

make use of obscene or profane language, nor leave the ward in

which he or she shall have been placed, without permission from

the attending Physician or House Surgeon, or unless required by
him to give assistance.

2. The patients shall not play at cards or dice ; or any other

game.
3. They shall conduct themselves with due respect to the Ma-

tron, Nurses and Servants of the Hospital.

4. No male patient, under any pretence whatsoever, shall enter

the apartments or wards for females, unless required by the Phy-
sician to give assistance, nor shall a female patient enter the

apartments or wards for males.
