OTTAWA, Sept. 26—News of a

BULGAR ACTION
NOT OFFENSIVE

Government Gives Categorical
Assurances of Innocence
of Intentions.

TO MAINTAIN RIGHTS .

Armed Neutrality Forced on
Cabinet by Internal Politi-
cal Changes.

LONDON, Sept. 26, 2.35 p.m~—The
Bulgarian Government this morning
officially communicated to the powers
a note stating in the most categorical
fashion that the mobilization of the
Bulgarian army was ordered in the
national interest, and that it has not
the slightest offensive character.

The mnote states that “the entry of
Bulgaria into a state, of armed neu-
trality is explained by changes which
recently occurred in the political situa-
tion.” and that “Bulgaria has not the
slightest aggressive intention, but is
firmly resolved to be fully armed to
defend her rights and independence.”

The official note to the powers was
despatched from Sofia on Sept. 23, so
that it was framed before Greek
mobilization had been decided upon.

Dr. Ghenadieff; ex-Bulgarian foreign
minister. whose inclusion in the Sofia
cabinet is reported to be a posaibility,
has been known lately for his pro-
entente views, and it is believed here
that unless he was certain of the gov-
ernment continuing its good relations
with the entente powers he would have
not assured them of his support.

Germans Forced to Evacuate
Two Hundred Yards of
Trenches Along River.

PARIS, Sept. 26, 11.06 p.m.—The Bel-
gian official communication issued to-

“On the evening of Sept. 26 our troops
capture a German observation post on
the right bank of the Yser.

RUSSIAN OFFICIAL STATEMENT.

PETROGRAD, Sept. 25, via London,
Sept. 26.—The following Russian offi-

clal war statement was given out hers
tonight:

“During an attack along the Dvinsh
road, in the district of Lake Lavkesx
near Novo' Alexandrovek, the enemy
first succeeded in entering our trenches
but afterwards was ejected by a coun-
ter-attack. 7

Beaten Off in Disorder,

“Gathering themselves together, the
Germans again rushed in compaét col-
umns upon our trenches, but, received

by artillery, machine gun and rifie fire
at close range, they retired in disorder.
Twice attacks of the same nature sub-
sequently were repeated in the same
direction.

“The artillery fire here was extreme
in its intensity, but all attacks were
repulsed and at some places the Ger-
mans fled in confusion. The enemy
losses were enormous. The heaviness
of our losses, due to the desperate
fighting, is the best proof of the valor
of our troops. During one counter-
attack a Russian detachment’ in the
heat of the fight was surrounded by
Germans, but cut its way out ané
joined the other troops.

“There is no notable cnhange in the
front from Oschmiany to Pripet. Iso-
lated actions have occurred in the
districts of Novogrodek and Barano-
vichi. According to later reports, dur-
ing the engagemegnts near Logischin.
the 41st German corps suffered very
severe losses,and during the disorderly
retreat we made prisoners of seven.
officers and 500 unwounded men and
captured a cannon and seven ma-
chine guns. Wealso captured many
German wounded, but the number fa
not yet established. :

Took Many Prisoners.

“In a hot engagement near Dubne
for the Villages of Khorupagne and
Golovtehitza, our troops, by a frontal
attack, captured 30 officers, about 1600
men and a machine gun. This attack
wag delivered under the enemy’s hur- .
ricane of artillery fire, which subse-
quently forced our troops to retreat
towards the River Ikwa. y

“In the region adjoining Galicia the
snemy launched a series of attacks
near the Villages of Néew Alexinetz.
but our troops, by a counter attack,
overthrew T1im and took-prisoner over
3000 men, and captured four ma-
chine gluns. .

“Near the Village of Dobrapole (Ga-
licia), southwest of Trembowia, our
cavalry charged the enemy, who fled.
Our cavalry pursuing the enemy horwe,
sabred a great many and captured
about 500 with 17 officers and two ma-
chine guns,
