The Fire and Light Committee yesterday
afternoon ratified, with certain amendments,
an agreement drawn up by agqueduct promo-
ters whereby Council will be asked fo ad-
vertise immediately for tenders for the
supply of electric power. Providing no
cheaper offer shall be submitted Than the
¢ mills per electrical borse-power per hour
offcred by the Aqueduct Company, the city
would bind itscit to enter into a contract
with the company to take power at that

rice.
p’l‘hc preamble to the agreement as adopt-
ed provides that the tenders be advertised
for for 6 months on the spec.ficatlons pro-
vided for last year's Council by the City
Engineer. The document as it had been,
drawn up oiginally provided for two
months advertising, but Ald. Duon thought
that by waiting a longer | riod more up-
to-date methods of transmission might be
taken advantage of to secure lower tenders,
and the six months-clatise & adopted.

A Deposit of ‘l‘,..: - %
The dm\tmlglm altere :provide
thar instead of wequiring a deposit of $50,-

000 frcm the Aguednet Co ny with the
City Treasurer, or%mo eral Trusts
Compapy, to be paid out in wages within
one year from the execution of the con-
tract. the $50,000 ehould be d ted with
the City Treasurer to be forfeited in case
of its non-fulfiiment.

Clause 1 reads: The company to supply
the corporation Wwith electric energy for
corporate uses and for sale and distribution
to private and other consumers.

A rider was added to prevent such emergy
being suppilied to any private consumer
witLout the city’s comnsent.

Clause 2 provides that when the contract
shall expire Dec. 3], 1805, the city may re-

new it.

Clauses 3, 4. 5 and 6 dealt with delivery
of energy. Ald. Hubbard raised the objec-
tion that the committee knew nothing
the loss in transmission or of what trans-
miission would cost. The four clauses were
1sft over pending a report from the chalr-
man and City Eanglneer.

Fixing the Price.

Clause T fixed the prices to be charged:
Six mills per horse-power per hour for pow-
er for streets, as well as buildings, resi-
dences, street rallways and water works.
An optional clause was added whereby the
company agree to distribute the er
themselves at a cost of 8 mills per horse-

power per hour. If delivered on the city’s
wires the company offer to supply power at
the city's limits at % cent. :

Ald. Dunn objected to the clause glvmg
the company the monopoly of the city’s pa-
tronage during the contract period. At his
rec.mmendation a rider will be added to
prevent the city at any time being debarred
from installing a civic plant. A rider was
#dded to the clauses providing for the em-
pluyment of certain numbers of men before
approved periods was also amended to
make the engagement of alien labor prohibi-
tory.

The whole will be submitted for the ap-
proval of the City Enginees before presen-
tation to Council.

Fire and Light Estimates.
