-POLITICAL INTELLIGENCE.

There Is a good-sized kick among the
Liberals of South Ontarlo because of the
recent appointment of F. C. Hare as ofil-
cial chicken fattener of the Dominlon Gov-
crnment, He Is the son of the Rev. Dr.
Hare of the Ontarlo Ladies’ College
of Whitby, and among the Liberais
Dr, Hare Is considered a Conservative,
Besides tbat, many of the Liberals think
they know a thing or two about chickens
and cannot see why a government position
should go outside of the party, These are
sordid. objections, F. C, Hare has
been a chicken fanclter from his boyhood,
and has reared fancy broods that have re-
peatedly taken prizes all over Canada and
the United States. He is by long odds
the best man for the business that could
have been chosen out of South Ontario,
but the Liberals there will kick even at a
good thing,

Archibald Blue has left the employ of
the Ontario Government and become cen-
sus superintendent for the Dominion Gov-
ernment. His change of masters Is not
without a hint that he does not consider
the Hoss Administration robust. He has
gone now_to prove his worth to his new
masters, /There are two systemis of census
taking, the ‘‘de jure” and the ‘‘de facto.”
The one Mr. Blue will boss starts in 1901,
month and day to be fixed later, and
will be the'*'de jure.”” By it all persons
absent during the census taking, It there
is good reason to think they will return
sooner or later, will be “by right” count-
ed, By the “de facto” system if a person
is absent he Is left out of the count, be-
cause not in the country ‘‘in reaiity’’
In 1871 and 1881 the '‘de jure’” system was
adopted by the Conservative Government,
in spite of the strong opposition of the
Liberals, who clamored for the ‘‘de facto”
system, To satisfy the Opposition this
latter system was employed in the census
of 1801, and the small population, com-
paratively speaking, shown was. attrfbut-
ed to the National Policy by the Liberals.

But now, in the face of their denuncia-
tion of the ‘“de jure” system, the present
Government have decided to use itin the
census of 1001. They stand a chance to
profit in two respects. The ‘‘de jure”
census of 1001 will show large gains com-
pared with the ‘‘de facto'” census of (891,
and these will be clalined as the resuilt of
Liberal rule. It Is well to keep the exact
situation in mind.

Senator Burpee of Sunbury, N.B., has re-
signed, and it Is rumored that Editor J.
V. Ellia of 8t. John N.B., will be his suc-
cessor. When Senator Glllmor succeeded
Senator Lewin of St. John, N.B., It was an
open secret that J. V., Ellis, M.}., had the
first call, but stepped aside because of his
warm personal freindship for Senator Gill-
mor. Now another opening has taken
place, and there is little doubt that Mr.
Ellis will go to the ‘other House.” His
inclinations lie that way. Editor Ellis 1s
one of the most Interesting men in the
Hcuse. He has been an M.P. for fifteen
years, and is known as a Liberal of the
old school, who dares to he Independent at
tiwres. Mr. Ellis enjoys the distinction of
having served a term of Imprisonment in
Jall because of his nerve in daring to do
what he thought was right. At the time¢
of the political excitement over Queen’s,
N.B., election ease, Editor Ellis criticized
a declsion of the Supreme Court of the
prevince. He wag fined and sentenced to
one month In jail for contempt of court.
He served the term and pald the fine. On
his re.ease the citizens of St. John gave
him a rousing public reception, and the
fine of $200 and all his legal expenses were
reimbursed by public subscription. In Lis
native city Mr. Ellis is held In the highest
esteem. All prominent visitors to the city
are entertained by him at his magnificent
residence.

Jeremiah Hurley, M.P. for East Hast-
lngs, will have the fight of hig life at next
election. He will be opposed by W. I,
Northrup, Q.C., of Belleville, one ot the
cleverest men in the Conservative party.
In 1896 it was a three-cornered tight, with
a Patron as a splitter of votes.

Protection to Missionaries Fatal,
From The Pall Mall Gazette.

An Interview with an Itallan missionary,
who was -for many years in China, has heen
going the rounds of the press, aroustng
much discussion. One of the questions ad-
dresseéd to the misslonary was whether ne
considered the misslonaries In any way to
blame for the present outbreak. “’ihpy
are in a certain way responsible,” he re-
plied, “‘but very indirectly. "There was n
time in which they were held In great con
slderation—esteemed and almost loved by
every Chinese. For Instance, In Pekin it
self a monument was raised In a public
square to a missionary, Father Matteo
Ricel, who was called by the natives ‘Great
One of China.” At that time the mission.-
aries had not behind them the protectiom
of the powers.

‘““The knot of the questlon Is that the
missionaries should not be protected. They
should be, and should remain, really men
of sacrifice. With protection they lose this
attribute, because before they dled as mar
tyrs, and now because they are Europeans,
The protection of the powers consists in
this, that the affronts to missionaries serve
to their governments as pretexts to put a
foot into China. For Instance, after. tne
incident of Monsignor Anzer and the mur-
der of three missionaries, Germany stepped
into Che Foo. And so naturally, the Chin-
ese hate the missionaries, as they now rea-
son that they are not religious teachers, but
sples with the mission to prepare ine
ground for the coming of the ‘forelgn
devils.” It Is my opinion that only the pa-
tient, slow and peaceful work of the mis-
sionarles, abandoned absolutely to them-
selves, can bring forth tuat immense land
from barbarism. But now ail {s undone, or
worse, and must be begun agaln In more
discouraging circumstances,” 7
