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BOARD REMAIN  OBDURATE

Refuse to Back Down From Position
in Connection With Increases in
Teachers’ Salaries: -

TOOK LEGAL ADVISER'S ADVICE

And Slashed School Board’s Esti-
mates With a Free Hand—Other
City Hall News.

The Board of Control yesterday after-
noon stood by their original determina-
tion not to countenance the increases made
in the salaries of the teachers by the Pnb-|
lic School Board, and, acting with the ad- |
vice of the Corporation Counsel, they |
strick out of the estimates all the in-|
creases, leaving just sufficient to pay the |
teachers on the old basis. Several reduc- |
tions were also made In other items, the |

Controllers beln" of the opinion that the
amounts asked for were excessive, ln{:
cases where no reductions were made, thef
ftems were, with a few exceptions, sent
back to the School Board, with the request |
that more information as to detalls be |
furnished.

Mr. Fullerton repeated what he had ai-
ready stated, that all the Increases In
salarleé over last year’s amount should
not be allowed. He recommended that the
increases be struck out of the estimates.
The total amount asked for salaries was

$451,652.

Last year the amount of the School
Board’s estimates for salaries was $408,-
811, and Council passed that sum. The
expenditure, however, exceeded the appro-
priation, and amounted to $413,808.

The Controllers decided to Insert the
sum of $408,811 for salaries—the same a&s
the estimate made by the School PBoard
for 1900.

For rent, $1800 was asked, but $220, the
estimate of the cost of a room in the
Girls’ Home, was struck out.

Another cut of $500 was made on the
estimate of $1500 for gas.

Questioned Their Rights.

“] don’t think they have any right,”
said Ald. Sheppard and Hubbard togetner,
‘“to Insert that $1000 for miscellaneous.”

The Board, at first, was inclined to be
generous, and only cut the amount in
half, but Mr. Fullerton advised that the
item was one which a judge would
probably eliminate, and the Board, on
motion of Ald. Hubbard, struck the whole
sum out.

The $25,000 estimate for repairs and al-
terations to school property was allowed
to stand over until a detailed account of
how it is proposed to expend the money
is received. -

The Controllers, with one mind, struck
out $6000 asked for the dais and railing in
the board room, partitions, screems, etc.

More information was wanted about the
$2000 for printing and advertising, and a
similar amount for general office- supplies,
and accordingly the items were left over.

For fuel, $24,500 was asked. The amount
was passed, but vouchers will be de-
manded.

The new furniture for new schoolrooms
was estimated to cost $7000, and this, as
well as the $4000 for new furniture for
present rooms, was left over, pending the
receipt of more particulars. Another item
for $750, for remodelling and repairing old
furniture, was treated similarly.

The estimate of $1400 for caretakers’ sup-
plies was cut to $§1100, the amount spent
last year.

A cut of $300 was made In the $3200
estimate for night schools.

The item of $3410 for school supplles
was reduced by $410.

Various other items were also allowed
to stand over until more information: is
gained.

Money for Doveréourt Park.

A deputation of West End property own-
ers walited on the board with the request
that Dovercourt Park be improved and
placed in a better .condition.

The Mayor read a telegram from H. F.
Clarke, M.P., advising him that the Bell
Telephone Company had withdrawn its
bill. The board. decided to write to Mr.
Clarke, thanking him and also the eother
members who had so vigorously opposed
the bill with success.
