ahead for the vast army of consump-
tives found in the ‘English-spealdng
world. World readers already know
what is being done in Canada to fight
the dread tuberculosis, and we learn of
well-directed movements under way in
England and across the line. A tuber-
culosis conference was recently held in
London, and on June 2, 3 and 4 the
third annual session of the American
Congress of Tuberculosis will corfvene
in the Hotel Majestic, New York. This
will be attended by eminent men from
humerous States, and good results
should come from the gathering. Sever-
al States of the Union are carrying on
the fight along practical lines, and in
some instances most encouraging re-
sults have been obtained from new ex-
periments.

Philadelphia has just appropriated
$80,000 for the construction of eight
pavilions for the treatment of the 500
consumptives in the eity’'s almshouse.
The pavilions will have a framework
of steel beams, ‘with roof and walls of
glass. The houses will be supplied with
ozone, which will give an atmosphere
similiar to that which prevails in high
altitudes. The plan originated with
Dr. John V. Shoemaker, president of
the Municipal Department of Charities
and Correétions, who has this to say
about it:

“The 500 patients will be divided
among the pavilions according to the
stage of the disease. Practical isola-
tion for each person will be effected
by a system of ventilation and the con.
stant generation of bzone. There will
be static electric batteries in all the
pavilions. These reinvigorate the air
and destroy the germs of tuberculosis."’
 In New York city a number of well-|
to-do persons are experimenting with)
sun rooms on the roofs of their housges,
Such rooms can be erected
at small expense, the walls and roof |
being of glass firmly fixed in an iron
or steel frame. The sun heats the room
comfortably in all ordinary wea.ther,‘;
and there is no lack of fresh air for |
ventilation. It has been suggested that
in case of needed rigorous isolation a
patient might easily be treated in one
of these rooftop rqom‘s“without danger |
of contact with otherss! e

‘Major Appel, thfef syrgeon at Fort'
Bayard, New Mexico, recently sent this
report to the government: ‘“We can
cure consumption in every stage. I
have never before made that state-
ment, but we have succeeded in de-
monstrating it beyond a doubt.”

CANADIAN LEAD INDUSTRY,

The people of the silver lead districts
of British Columbia are incensed, and
that with apparently good reason,
at the inaction of the Dominion gov-
ernment respecting .a matter of vital
importance to them. Owing to the
present low price of metals in the
world’s markets and other adverse
conditions, the galena mining industry
in the Slocan country and East Kooat-
enay has suffered severely, and some
time ago those most dnterested for-
warded to the Dominion government
a plea that, the duties on pig lead and
the manufactures thereof should be
fo increased as to afford protection
to the languishing industry and facili-
tate the creation of new industries to
support {t.

It is pointed out that while, in
1900, the district produced 31,000 lons
of metallic lead, the output fell to
28,000 tons in 1901, and it is esti-
mated that, whereas the mines are in
a position to turn out 60,000 tons
during 1902, the year’s product will
not likely reach 10,000 tons. In other
words, tho the lead mines of the Pro-
vince are capable of yielding a return
of $5,000,000 a year, the value of the
output will probably mot surpass $1,-
000,000. A largely-attended and re-
presentative meeting ,was held the
other day in Nelson, to again draw
the attention of the government flo
the facts of the case; but it looks as
if the administration has let the ses-
sion pass without taking any action.

Delegates Returned—A Very Suc-
cessful Meeting.

ed such a splendid showing, that it wag
adopted unanimously, amid applause,
after a full discussion. There had not
beens he said, any very important|
amendments made to the constitution
and laws of the ordr.. The constitu-
tional points which had been touched
were only such as experience had
shown were required for the better
handling of the wcrk of the institution,
Asked whether the salaries of the man.
agement had been increased, as was
generally anticipated would- be the
case, the delegate said that such had
not been done. The Supreme Court
had asked thé Supreme Chief Ranger
to accept $2000 per year additional,
but that gentleman declined to accept
the same.

. ere were also a couple of change
in minor elected ofﬂcers,p Dr,tWarggo:
London and Dr. Bankers of New York
being replaced upon the Medical
Board by Dr. Cameron of Galt Ont.,
and Dr. Buckley of St. Paui, Minn,
Among the appointed officers a num-
ber of changes had béen made: the
most prominent new officer in that list
was the Right Rev. Dr. C. O. L. Riley,
Lord Bishop of Western Australia, to
the position of Svpreme Chaplain.
