A VOICE FROM PICKERING.
Editor World: The World is right in
Its contention that all public concerns
should be owned and operated by the
public in the interest of the public,
such as railways (both steam and eicc-
tric), telegraphs, telephones, lighting
{whether by gas or electricity), and,
Rbove all, power stored up in nature,
whether in the form of coal cr water-

power. No man nor company should
have the precedence o1 another in toe
use of these wheels of commerce. 2f
it must be that a proportionally lower
rate must be given to the buyer or
user of 4’ larger quantity, a maximum
Iimit to this snould be fixed by :
for example, in the freight by rail-
ways, the maximum should be a car-
load, or, at most, a trainload. When
the rate is lowered to him who ships
the two or three, or more, hundred
thousand tons, then he pays the least
rate who can well afford to give the
highest; and this inequitable and in-
iquitous practice gives such a man
undue control of the market, shutting
out any healthy competition.

In Great Britain, in granting char-
ters to railways, a stipulation was in-
wvariably inserted, that oneé or more
trains must be run daily, at the rate
of one penny, or two cents. a mile,
These were long called parliamentary
trains; but now the term is obsolete.
In ‘a number of the European coun-
tries, the railways are owned and op-
erated by the government.In Germany,
or "Austria, for instance, the traveler
can comfortably go long distances at
the rate of one cent a mile. Ig the
British Isles, the telegraph rate, ope-
rated by the government, is one-half
that in Canada. And, by the way, one
penny pays the inland postage there
on every quarter-pound. New York
Btate, too, enforced a two-cent-a-mile
raflway rate.

I found municipal ownership in
many English cities and towns of street
railways, gas and electric light works,
waterworks, etc., and the general con-
sensus of opinion, as expressed, was
that they were a decided success, giv-
ing a cheaper and bctter service, and
they became, also, a source of incomeo.

Short railway lines act as feelers
and distributors to trunk lines: so .o
short telephone systems to long dist-
ance lines. Many parts of the United
States are honeycombed by these, and
the long-distance lines know more than
to discourage them. Each subscriber
buys his own telephone, which costs
only $6.75, a each rTuns his own
wires, which cost little, if any, over
§1; total cost, under $8. They are
bought in Chicago, and I have little
doubt could be duplicated here, at an
equally low rate. As-far as locks and
adaptability go, I could not see any
inferiority to those in common
here.

It is absurd, if not criminal, to al-
low the public to be annually fieeced
of from $50 to $75 for .an outlay of
capital not exceeding $10 to $20 at
the most. Still, there is hope now,
since the people are not now dumb,
thanks to The World, which advo-
cates the people’'s rights. B.W.W.
