LI SAFE AT HOME,

London, Oct. 6.—Li Hung Chang has
arrived at Tien Tsin. All the members
of his party are well. He goes imme-
diately to Pekin to report to the Em-
peror regarding his tour of the world
on a special mission, as representative
of the Emperor of China at the coron-
ation of the Czar of Russia, and as
envoy to the principal Governments of
Asia, Europe and America.

MUCH ADO ABOUT NOTHING.

London, Oct. 6.—A great deal has
been made out of little or nothing by
the report that a large block of wood
was found lying across the railroad
track at Garstang, some distance
south of Lancaster, one hour before
the Czar’s train passed there on its
way from Ballater to Portsmouth. The
obstruction was simply a mile post
that was blown down by the wind.

MRS. DARWIN DEAD.

Y.ondon, Oct. 6.—The Times an-
nounces the death of the widow of the
late Charles R. Darwin. Mrs. Darwin
was a first cousin of her husband, her
maiden name being Emma Wedgwood.
Her father was the bother of Mr.
Darwin’s mother, and their grand-
father was Josiah Wedgwood, a fa-
mous manufacturer of fine pottery
during the last century, and a Fellow
of the Royal Academy. The couple
were married in 1839.

EMIGRATION TO CANADA.

London, Oct. 6.—The official returns
Just issued give the number of emi-
grants for Canada from British ports
during September as follows: English,
1,489; Scotch, 202; Irish, 126; foreigners,
453. For the same period in 1895 the
numbers* were respectively 2,310, 71,
156 and 954. For the nine months end-
ed Sept. 30, the figures are: English,
10,942; Scotch, 1,403; Irish, 801; for-
eigners, 6,155, and of unknown nation-
ality, 44. For the same period in 1895
the returns were respectively 12,548,
1,270, 997, 4,549 and 51.

BOERS’ BUDGET.

London, Oct. 6.—President Kruger's
war budget I8 causing some uneasi-
ness. In the estimates of the South
African Republic for the current year
he demands close upon $5,000,000 for
arms and ammunition, and more than
$2,500,000 for special services. The
question is asked, against whom is this
vast expenditure—seventeen-fold more
than last year’s requirements—direct-
ed? The solution suggested in Cape
Town is that the President meditates
some coup of his own in conjunction
with Boer sympathizers in the Orange
Free State and at the Cape.

NEW BLOOD.

Constantinople, Oct. 6.—Karatheo-
dori Pasha, formerly Governor of Crete
and the Tukish Plenipotentiary at the
Berlin Congress of 1878, has been ap-
pointed first translator to the Sultan,
and it is understood that hereafter he
will direct the foreign policies of the
Turkish Empire.

ABDUL MAY GO.

London, Oct. 6.—The Chronicle
claims to have authority for the state-
ment, although the paper does not
vouch for its correctness, that Lord
Salisbury, during his visit to Balmoral,
arrived at an ‘entente with the Czar
that will possibly lead to the deposi-
tion of the Sultan of Turkey. Lord
Salisbury, the statement adds, found
the Czar highly sympathetic. but he
feared that decisive action would pro-
voke a massacre of the Christians in
Constantinople. Lord Salisbury re-
moved the Czar’s fears of this result,
and his Majesty now concurs in this
desire to intervene. The deposition of
the Sultan would not be mnecessary
immediately, but it would be the final
outcome of diplomatic preliminaries.

A GOODLY LAND.

London, Oct. 6.—News from the Nile
expedition . confirms the report that
Dongola is a most fertile province.
There is no more talk of the “drain on
the Egyptian finances,” for it is clear

, that the new area, properly adminis-

HARCOURT'S SPEECH

On the Eastern Question— Russia Should
B2 Treated as a Neighbor.
London, Oct. 6.—Sir Wm. Vernon
Harcourt, the leader of the Opposition
in the House of Commons, last night
at an anti-Sultan meeting at Ebbe-

vale, Monmouthshire, said he rejoiced
at the anti-Sultan outburst in Eng-
land. Experience had proved that the
policy of Great Britain in defending
the integrity of the Turkey and .pre-
venting the intervention of Russia
had failed. Great Britain ought in the
future to co-operate with Russia in
the East, treating her as an Asiatic
neighbor, and not as an enemy. The
first step in this direction ought to be
a formal renunciation of the Cyprus
convention, by which in return for
support of the Turks, the latter ceded
the Island of Cyprus to Great Britain.
Sir William declared that he was pro-
foundly convinced that it was utterly
impossible for Great Britain to effec-
tively operate alone against Turkey.
He did not admire Great Britain’s
“splendid isolation,” which, he =aid,
resulted from humiliating Impotence.
He preferred to cultivate the friend-
ship of other mpowers in a cordial,
neighborly spirit. The British were
over-much disposed to regard an ad-
vantage to other nations as their own
loss. Theyv went through a succession
of international scares and suspicious
dislikes, which were semseless and
baseless. These left scars of inter-
national distrust and hatred. It was
high time they adopted a more ami-
able temper. They were always claim-
ing a disinterested desire to act in the
rause ‘of humani'y and civilization.
Why not give others credit for the
same desire? Sir Willlam concluded
by caying that he did not want Great
Britain to enter into formal treaties
of alliance with the other great pow-
ers, but did desire that she have an
entente cordiale with all of them.

A PARISIAN SCANDAL.

Mme. Faure Held Unfit to Publicly

Associate With the Wife of
Russia’s Czar.

Paris, Oct. 6.—A question arose as
to the Czarina’s place in the great
military review on the Champ de Cha-
lons, It would not do to seat her
and the Czar together with Faure's
back to the horses. Then if there
were two carriages, which should go
first? It was finally settled that the
Czarina shall have the carriage and
the President and the Czar shall go
on horseback.

The Faure
ladies are excluded by etigquette from
associating with the Czar’'s wife. The
Paris newspapers have made it im-
possible for the Czarina to ignore a
black page in Mme. Faure's family
history. The story is old, but a fort-
night ago the papers returned to the
charge and published the sentence by
default passed on M. Bellnot, her
father (a lawyer by profession), with
the contract of marriage of his daugh-
ter and a journeyman tanner, who is
now President of the Republic. The
first document recorded twenty years
of penal servitude on Bellnot, who had
fled to Spain, then out of the reach
of extradition, for robbing a client by
a forged paper; the second showed
that M. TFelix Faure got as dowry
100,000 francs out of the assets Bellnot
left at his death. The exposure was
mean and spiteful, but the court of
Russia had to take it into account.
The Empress, accordingly, is not to
associate with Mme. Faure in pub-
lic. She is only to see her when she
calls at the Elysee and dines there.

Great efforts are being made here to |

SAFE AT CHERBOURG.

The Czar and Czarina Warmly Welcom-
ed by the French Pcople.
Cherbourg, Oct. 6.—The Russian im-
perial yachts, with the Czar on board,
and accompanied by
warships, arrived here at 2 o’clock
yesterday afternoon. The streets were
literally packed with people when the
Czar and Czarina arrived. The people
crowded the quays and every acces-
sible place where a view of the war-
ships or the imperial visitors might be
had, but were perfectly tractable and
gave the police very little trouble.

Paris, Oct. 6.—The Czar and Czarina
arrived safely here at 10 a.m. from
Cherbourg, and reached the Russian
embassy at 11 o’clock.

In Paris the decorations eclipsed
anything ever seen before in the
French capital. The trees, balconies,
roofs, lamp-posts, statues, anything
and almost everything were utilized
in the decorative outburst planned to
impress' the Czar with the enthusiasm
of France at the visit of her friend
and ally to Paris. The trees, bared of
their natural foliage by the autumn
blasts, were thickly covered with arti-
ficial leaves and flowers, represent-
senting peach, almond and other blos-
soms. Rostral columns, 40 feet high,
painted to imitate stone and surmount-
ed by Russian double-headed eagles,
each six feet high, and supporting
impenrial crowns, lined the Champs
Elysees, the Place De L’Hotel De
Ville was bnilliant with Venetian
Masts, colonnades of paper flowers,
and the Tuilleries gardens were re-
splendent with flags and statues.

The arrival of the distinguished
travelers was signalled to the expect=
ant throngs by a fanfare of trumpets,
after which there was a long roll from
the drum corps, the guard _of honor
presented arms, and the troops were
called to attention from one end of
the rcute to the other, causing the
crowds to begin cheering from the
depot to the embassy. About the sta-
tion the air was rent with roars of
“Vive le Tsar,” “Vive L’Empereur,”
“Vive La Republique.”
