Mewing * dleoussion on the need 
for greater accommodation for oom- 
muntcaMe diseases in Toronto, the 
local board of health yesterday luflter- 
neon adopted a motion to request the 
board of control to purchase the old 
General Hospital on Gemard street for 
municipal hospital purposes.

Dr. Hastings, M. O. H., submitted a 
diagram to the board of health show­
ing how the old General Hospital 
grounds could, be used a» a site for 
an isolation hospital, but he advised 
that action be deferred until such time 
as the special committee appointed 
by the board of control should report 
on the general hospital situation. The 
plan showed a nurses’ .home at me 
southeast comer of Gerrard and Sack- 
rille streets, and a row of buildings 
further back, from west to east, as 
folio we: Mixed cases, 76 beds, *6 x 
150 feet; diphtheria building, 226 bede, 
66 x 160; measlee, 100 bede, 45 x 160; 
bouse physicians, administration and 
laboratory building, 106 x 120; *oar- 
let fever, 260 beds, 66 x 150; chicken- 
pox, 100 beds, 46 x 160; emergency, 
100 beds, 45 x 160. Behind this row 
in the centre, on Spruce street, would 
be the laundry and disinfection plant 
and between this and the adminis­
tration building the kitchen. To tile 
east of this would be located the dis­
charging wing and quarters for female 
help and to the west the garage, ad­
mitting wing and quarters for male 
help.
