HARMONY LEVELED WIRES,

| Theory Advunced for Destruction of

Telesraphic Communication.

it ie a fact, pevertheless. !

IMN: winds: were comparatively lght.
They were strong. enough to make it die
agreeable in the streets, but there was
never a.time when it was blowing so stroug
that pedestrians could not carry opencd
umbrellas, KForty-eight miles an hour was
the matimum velgeity in the city,. just a
little more than a spanking brecze. The
wind hlew harder in Massachusetts and
PennsyMlvania, but it was never more than
a strong gale.

The very lightness of the winds made peo-
ple open their eyes in astonishment Mon-
day morning when they read the papers
and learned that the telegraph lines had
Leen sérionsly crippled and vast gections

not understand_how a lght wind could do
su mueh damage. - : ’

The prostration of o muny miles of poles
‘and wires Is explained on the theory of
harmony fin vibration. The subject of vi-
bration -has bLeen discusséd’ very broadiy
acd fully in the past few years, but this
is the first time any one has shown how a
vitration tuned to just the right pitch can
breack a tough cedar telegraph pole in two
as esily as a child could snap a mtch.
Assistant Superintendent Herbert Smith
jof the Western Union Telepgrahp Company
deseribed the remurkable anties of these
harmonfous vibrations. - 1le* showed how
| the unison of these rather mysterious
forces had toppled over miles of telegraph
poles, and made it necessary *for a-Chicago
broker to send a cable around the world
by way of Yokohama in order to communi-
leate with New York.

Mr. Smith said that these same telegraph
poles were strong enough to stand up
zgainst ‘much stronger winds than blew
during the storm, and that the reason so
wany poles went down was because of the
rhythm of the vibrations.

In every breakable substance there is an
inherent tone that responds to certain vi-
brations. When vibrations are attuned to
that inherent note, the snbstance breaks, ir
it is eastly broken. For instance, a scien-
tific demonstrator will take a violin and
sound 1ts strhigs up 'apd’ down the scale
unti! he finally strikes the one in tune with
the breaking note of the mirror, with
the result that the mirror is shattercd to
pleces. : .

It is that same response to vibration that
breaks the telegraph poles, altho the vi-
‘bration operates in more substantial mam
ner. Mr. Smith says that every telegraph
pole has a hreaking point represented by
a certain note or tone, er moment, which
will respond to vibrations in unison with
it.

For insfancé, there are 50 telégraph poles
stretching across an open planc Every
pole 1s 12 hitches in ‘dlameter at the largest
polint, and ‘18 chpable of stahding a direct
strain of 1000 pounds. The wind that Is
blowing egerts 4 direct foree of only 200
pounds, ‘just 'one-fifth the strain necessary
to break the pole. 8o long as the wind
blows that 200 pounds unvaryfngly, the pole
will stand there hardly disturbed.
{ whben the wind begins to blow weaker and
| stronger with regular alternations, the tele-
| graph wires ‘suspended from the poles be-
| gin to sway back and #forth, with a rhyth-
mic motion. With a mile of these wires
swinging in unison, the strain on the poles
increases, and when the vibrations reach
a point In unison with the moment, or note,
representing the breaking point in the poles,
something gives way, and the telegraph
‘ linemen have to get busy.

‘Somehow the wires and winds in the re-
cent storm managed ‘to vibrate in unison
with the breaking tone in a good many
i telegraph poles, with a ‘consequent prostra-
tion of the system all over the country.

Mr. Smith likened the snapping telegraph
poles to the mirror shattered by a certain
note on a fiddle string, but it is evident
that it is a different vibration. The mir-
ror i shattered by a vibration that has its
fmpuilge in a vibrating fiddle string— a vi-
bration that is communicated to the mirror
in the form of sound. The télegraph pole
is broken by a vibration that is communi-
cated dlerctly from the wires to the poles.
This form of vibration has its impulse in
the oscillating wire§, 'd1id rqt from any
pecullar’ note sounded on ‘the wires by the
wind, -

This Is’ not the same fornt of vibration
that bregks a drinking glass that has been
crystallized at ' certain Inherent tonality.

The theory of ‘harmonick in vibrations
! 'doés not explain all’ the broken telegraph
poles”  In fict, a large number of the poles
and wires are torn down by a’cause that
48 almost as strange as the vibrations.

Roofs from freight cars are these strange
{fistruments that joln in with harmonious
j\lhmtlnn to eripple the telegraph service.
|Mr. Smith says it seems incredible, but it
| §s8 trtie, nevertheless, that a great many
| sections of telegraph lines are put out of
i working order by freight car roofs hurtling
| #kru the air.

{ . “This {8 a. very common cause of dam-
| nge to our lines,”’ sald Mr. Smith. “It is
inhsurd and almost unbelievable, but it
| happens whenever there i8 a big storm.
{ Freight cars are bullt for strength in cer-
|-tain directions, but the roofs are not put
|-on . strongly enough to withstand any sc-
vere storm underneath. A good wind will
1ift them off and send them flying thru
the air against 30 or 40 telegrapb wires,
sweeping them all to the ground or snap-
ping them in two. Another common cause
| of disabled lines is the blowing down of
| trees,

| *Tho nearly the whole country is affect-
yed by the crippling of the lines, the area
of the storm that did the damage was com-
paratively. small. The reason this limited
storm did so much damage was becausge it
swept. in a path across the main telegraph
lines leading to New York. It swept up
across A part of Pennsylvania, thru a
part of New Jersey and New York., on up
to the Vermont line, then took a big jump
across Massachusetts Into Maine. Woe
ern New York was mnot affected, and we
have called | nthe gangs from the other soc-
tions of this distriet to help repair the
damage here. Severnl hundred men are
now at work.”

SCIENCE AND PNEUMONIA.

Experts Will Investigate Spread of
Disease.

A heginning has heen made in Manhattan
by the pneumonia commission of New York
City of an inquiry into the causes of pneu-
wmouria.  This is not to be confounded with
a determination of the cure of disease, tho
this naturally follows in the work of the
commission. The task is considered one of
the most important sanitary problems in
the world. That such a commission” has
been set to work 18 a tribgte to modern
science, which -has revealed the fact that
the exciting cause of acute diseases of the
x'f»nptrntm-y organs I8 a micro-organism,mul-
tiplied in the human body, The conclusion
seems justifiable, as Commissioner Darling-
ton said.
