Ottawa, Nov. 8—With dramatic sud­

denness the debate on the gratuity report 
came to an end yesterday afternoon, and 
also ended what looked like an incipient 
revolt in the government forces. All the 
trend of the speeches on the measure 
during the last two days was such as to 
prove very disquieting to the govern­
ment. Members from both sides of the 
house had been on the committee, which 
brought in the report, although Messrs. 
Copp, Pardee, Kennedy and Kay, from 
the opposition, added a reservation to 
the effect that had it not been for the ex­
travagance of the government, the gratu­
ities could have been granted ; but the 
most severe criticism of and dissent from 
the report in the debate came from 
members on the government side.

Then Hon. Mr. Calder made it a life 
and death mattelr by announcing that the 
government proposed to stake its exist­
ence on the report—the most outright 
cracking of the wrip that has been heard 
since the action of the premier on the 
titles matter.

The action of the minister was, pre­
sumably, considered and deliberate; but 
it did not produce any noticeable diminu­
tion of the criticism from his followers 
and it looked on Thursday night as 
though the matter might result in a 
more serions situation than the Grand 
Trunk trouble in the senate, which had 
just been tided over. Then, yesterday 
morning, Sir George Foster delivered a 
very forcible and good tempered speech 
on the situation, which was sympathetic 
to the soldiers, but firm, that the govern­
ment could not expend another penny 
on a general scheme of gratuities. His 
speech produced a good effect, but the 
trouble was far from settled,

In the afternoon, Hon. W. 
made a very strong and moderate speech 
on the matter, which evoked a tribute of 
applause from both sides; but its trend 
was that the matter should be sent back 
o the committee.

The government would not listen to 
the suggestion, but it had the effect of 
strengthening the feeling among the dis­
satisfied in their ranks. Then, Hon. 
Mackenzie King made a motion to that 
effect, couching his speech in language 
which was so critical of the government 
that it produced another change of feel­
ing among the government following, and 
swinging them back towards the ranks 
again. *•

Colonel Currie, whose name is now 
anathema to every member on the gov­
ernment side, clinched the matter by an­
nouncing that he would support the mo­
tion of the opposition leader. When the 
vote was taken there was a hearty solid 
government phalanx, the report carrying 
by a majority of sixty-five. Col. Currie 
and Wm. Smith voted with the opposi­
tion. The four Libera) members of the 
committee, Messrs. Copp, Kennedy, Kay 
and Pardee were not in the house for the 
vote.

London, Nov. 6—The Daily Herald, 
Labor organ prints the full draft of the 
conditions upon which the leaders of the 
Soviet government in Russia are willing 
to discuss peace terms with the Allied 
and associated powers. The terms were 
brought to London by Lieutenant Col­
onel L. Metone, Liberal M. P.

The Soviet government, ^cording to 
the draft, proposes a peace conference in 
a neutral country after an agreement on 
an armistice for all the fronts, including 
the border states ; all the defacto govern­
ments, meantime to remain in control.

The blockade would be removed and 
the Soviet government and the neutrals 
of the associated and Allied governments 
would have free rights of transit over all 
the railways and at ports of the fortner 
Russian empire, including the border 
states, Finland, and free trade communi­
cation in and out of the country.

The conditions provide that the Soviet 
government would be entitled to send 
representatives to all Allied countries, 
for am nasty for all Russian military and 
political prisoners, for the withdrawal 
of all Allied troops from Russian terri­
tory and the cessation of Allied military 
help to the Russian forces. The Soviet 
government also promises to recognize 
all foreign debt obligations of the former 
Russian empire.

Willingness is expressed by the Soviet 
government for a conference on 
basis, provided the Allies make a pro­
posal before November 15. The Soviet 
government is “anxious to have a semi­
official guarantee from the British and 
American governments that they will do 
their utmost to ensure that France lives 
up to the conditions of the armistice.”

The draft concludes by saying that the 
Soviet government “hopes it will not be 
necessary to transfer this offer with
