Diocesan Missions.
A meeting of those interested in Dio­

cesan missions was held last evening in 
Trinity churcn schoolroom. Rev. Canon 
Brigstocke, presided and delivered the 
opening address. He pointed out the 
necessity of liberally supporting the mis­
sions and referred particularly to the 
work of Trinity church in this respect 
The speaker read a financial statement 
showing that during the past year there 
had been collected in Trinity parish: For 
diocesan mission, $749.45 ; for domestic 
missions, $418,84 ; for foreign missions, 
$164.59 ; in all $1,332.88.

Mr. Geo.. A. Schofield, secretary of the» 
hoard of home missions, then gave an 
interesting address showing the progress 
made during the last 20 years in mission 
work in the diecese of Fredericton. 
Twenty years ago, said the speaker, the 
board in England bad to contribute $14,- 
000 annually to the support of the Church 
of England in the Fredericton diocese; 
now less than $6,000 is received from that 
source. Then only 52 clergy were at work 
here; and now there are 81 in the dio­
cese. For every church purpose,exclusive 
of foreign missions, $58,000 is collected 
annually in this diocese, there being 
about 56,000 church people. Mr. Schofield 
made a strong plea for iecreased contri­
butions to home missions from St. John 
churchmen. Last year $3,050 was ex­
pected from St. John. of this but $2,327 
was collected, leaying a deficiency of $723 
to be made up this year in addition to 
w hat was required for this year’s opera­
tions.

His lordship the bishop coadjutor 
delivered an eloquent and interesting 
address on the subject, dwelling more 
particularly on the fields lately opened 
up by the church in the newer settle­
ments of the province, and entered into 
some details with reference to these 
places.

After looking me a over a minute, 
the official said :—“You are a Jew.” “I 
am,” said I. JTlien he asked me 
my age and ” where I was born. 
When I had answered, lie told me 

passport would be returned 
and he dismissed me without any fur­
ther information and when I asked him 
if there was any trouble he declined to 
answer. Still my passport was not re­
turned. Two days after this when I was 
skating in the rink a uniformed official 
came on the ice and told me I was want­
ed again at the police office. I got the 
same gentleman to accompany me as on 
the previous occasion. When we asked 
why I was wanted nobody seemed to 
know. When 1 asked fir my passport, 
we were sent on another journey to an­
other police office. Here again I asked 
for my passport. It was a different 
official*this time, and lie told me very 
politely and very firmly, “You cannot be 
permitted to stay in St. Petersburg. 
You will be good enough to leave 
inside of twenty-four hours.” “Why,” 
said I. “You are a Jew, and 
there is no necessity to further di 
the matter. We cannot permit Jews to 
remain in St. Petersburg.” I had seen a 
great mtmy of my co-religionists in St. 
Petersburg, and 1 came to the conclusion 
that this law referred to Jews of foreign 
birth. After I had travelled all the way 
from Montreal to compete for the world’s 
championship this news was dishearten­
ing. The only thing left was to appeal to 
the British Ambassador, Sir It. Morier. 
l i e Ambassador sympathized with me 
and got a little hit angry at the way I 
had been treated. “A British subject,” 
says lie, “who comes to Russia, whether 
Jew or Gentile, to take part in an inter­
national match, will be allowed to stay, 
and you will stay here until you compete, 
if the British Embassy has any influence 
at this court.” He gave me his card and 
sent a note to the perfect of police, with 
instructions to show the card if anybody 
asked me any questions. I was asked 
lots of questions, but the card seemed to 
have a magic influence and I was left 
alone and even some of them hailed me 
with a typical expression in Russia, “Oh, 
thou of noble birth.” Next morning I 
w as hoisted out of my bed in my night­
gown. After my late experiences I felt 
nothing less than Siberia was in store for 
me. Then Baron Wolff and two mem­
bers of the committee told me to dress 
immediately and come to the office of the 
perfect of police. Considering it was 
only seven o’clock I thoonght the 
perfect began business early 
prefect was the wildest looking man with 
wire whiskers and at the same time the 
mildest spoken I ever met.

RATHER IS HE LIKE DISRAELI
a likeness which has always been much 
remarked, and which is steadily intensi­
fied by increasing age. His face is al­
most a counterpart of “Dizzy’s ;” he has 
the same love and facility of keeping hie 
own counsel until his plans are fully 
ready for publication ; he has the same 
knack of being all things to all men ; and 
above all things he has Disraeli’s wonder­
ful gift of tact in party management—a 
gift denied by nature to Mr. Gladstone.
In early days he was known as Mr. Mac­
donald. Later, having risen to greater 
eminence, he was universally called 
“John A.” Since the honor of knight­
hood was bestowed upon him, he has 
been known simply as “Sir John.” and 
Sir John he will always be.

The popularity of the premier arises 
largely from the manner in which he 
identifies himself with the interests of 
every class of people. It is not on record 
that he has recently umpired a baseball 
game ; doubtless he would do so were he 
asked. He has, However, in his seventy- 
fifth year, “inaugurated” a new tobog­
gan slide by himself taking the first 
lide down the dizzy slope. On Sunday 

he goes with Lady Macdonald to church
BUT IIE IS NOT AT ALL BIGOTED.

Sometimes on a Sunday morning yon 
may see him at St. Albans, an ultra 
“high” Episcopalian church, and in 
the evening of the same day 
he will be found in a front 
pew of the Methodist “revival.” He has 
a pew, which he often occupies at a 
Presbyterian church, and he not in­
frequently attends the services and social 
gatherings of the Baptists. There is no 
one readier than he to make a speech at 
a Sunday school picnic* or to lend his 
patronage to a fair or festival. In civic 
affairs also he has a keen appreciation of 
his duties. He always takes pains to 
vote, in even the most j»etty election 
and sets a laudable example to his 
fellow ^citizens in his close attention to 
every detail of the public welfare.

But it is not in such matters alone that 
Sir John commands popular regard. He 
has really done a vast amount of work 
for the public good. The record of his ad­
ministrative and legislative achievements 
includes such items as the secularization 
of the clergy reserves ; the remodelling 
of the criminal laws; the promotion of 
public instruction ; the consolidation of 
the statutes ; the extension of the muni- 
ci pie system ; re-organization ot the mili­
tia; the settlement of the seat of govern­
ment question ; the establishment of 
direct steam mail communication with 
Europe; the organization of the civil 
service on a permanent basis ; the con­
struction of the Intercolonial Railway 
the enlargement of the canals ; the en­
actment of a stringent election law ; the 
confederation of the British North Ameri­
can provinces ; and lastly/the construc­
tion of the Canadian Pacific Railway. 
This, one would say, is glory enough for 
one man. But as minister of Railways 
Sir John will probably, in the next few 
years, extend and elaborate the trans­
portation system of the Dominion to a 
degree scarce dreamed of as yet.

There are, of course, those who consid­
er his present activity to be

INSPIRED BY ULTERIOR MOTIVES.

He has, they say, an eye to carry in ; the 
next general election at whatever cost. 
He appropriates a huge sum for docks at 
St. John. That means the strengthening 
of his party in New Brunswick and the 
defeat of a dangerous opposition leader. 
He gives millions for building railroads 
in Cape Breton Island. That means the 
saving of two or three more seats for Sir 
John’s party. And so all over Canada, 
the astute old politician means to carry 
the election, if he has to mortgage the 
Dominion to do it. There may be a 
good deal of truth in this. Doubtless 
Sir John still has an eye to practical po­
litics, and does not propose, at his time of 
life, to be side tracked if he can help it. 
But for all that, his “patronage” is dir­
ected toward the development of Cana­
dian industries and the general streng­
thening and nationalization of the 
Dominion. Moreover, no suspicion of 
personal jobbery has ever attached itself 
to him. After all his public services and 
his innumerable opportunities for self- 
seeking, he is today almost a poor man.

I Band Sawing.
Messrs. Stetson, Cutler & Co., are 

making great improvements in their 
mill at Pleasant Point. The sawing in 
this mill has always been done with a 
rotary, the cut being 45 to50 thousand 
feet a day. The rotary and the friction 
carriage worked 
with it have been taken out,
and a fine band saw with a log carriage 

by steam from a 60 foot cylinder 
underneath, is being put in. This is the 
first large band saw ever used in a St. 
John saw mill. The saw is a beautiful 
endless piece of steel about 45 feet long, 
10 inches wide» and 
of an inch in
will run like a belt over two large 
drums about 8 feet in diameter and 15 
or 16 feet apart. It is claimed that in 
the run of a season a very large quantity 
of lumber will be saved by using the 
band saw as compared with the rotary, 
as the latter takes a cut of nearly a 
quarter of an inch where the band saw 
goes through a log in about half the 
space. Not only is there a saving of 
lumber, but the 'amount of sawdust is 
lessened by nearly half. The carriage 
run by steam can be regulated better 
then the 'friction or cog carriage. The 
improvements will cost in the vicinity of 
$4,000. It is expected that the mill will 
start about the first of March.
