The body of Mr. Alex Bryden, agent 

for the Sun Life Insurance Co. at St. 
John’s was found in Bay Bulls harbor 
on Monday morning. Mr. Bryden 
left St. John’s, by the evening train on 
Saturday on a business trip to Bay 

, Bulls, and put r.p at the Seaview Hotel 
there.

He had breakfast at the hotel on 
Sunday morning, and left there unac 
companied at 9.30 o’clock, it was 
thought to visit the large fisn plant of 
the Nfld. American Fish Packing Co. 
now in course of erection at Bay Bulls. 
He was last seen, at noon Sunday, by 
one of the employees of the plant.

As Mi. Bryden did not return to the 
hotel for dinner or tea on Sunday, his 
friends became anxious about him and 
sought his whereabouts, but without 
avail. On Monday morning, however, 
about 9,30. a fisherman saw the form 
of a man lying in the land wash and re 
ported the matter to Constable Fahey.

The constable, with Dr. Smith, 
Messrs. J Clouston, W. J. Ellis and 
others, accompanied the fisherman to 
the seashore, and identified the body 
as that of Mr. Bryden.

The theory advahced is that the 
unfortunate victim while crossing the 
main bridge at the bottom of Bay 
Bulls harbor, fell over and was drown 
ed early in the afternoon, and that 
the body was carried in on the beach 

“ by the tide.
The remains were taken to St. John’i 

by Constable Fahey and placed in the 
moigtie, at which place Doctors Scully 
and Mitchell held a port mortem ex 
amination on Monday evening and 
pronounced death dne to accidental 
drowning.
