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tions to unite with the pastor in his work ; to gather in the straggling 
and the careless, first, into pious association, and then into Christ-like 
service ; that they help to develop in our young people so much attach- . 
ment to our beloved Methodism and enthusiasm in building up in her 
interests, as to repay all the toil bestowed ; therefore, we strongly advise \ 
the formation of Epworth Leagues in all places where young people cany j 
be found willing to be thus banded together ; and we commend this 
institution to the careful consideration and Christian sympathy of all our ' / 
people.
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The report was received and adopted.

BEPOBT OF MEMORIAL COMMITTEE.

Your Committee on Memorials beg to report :—
1. That having read a memorial, re Prison Reform, from A. M. 

Bosebrugh, Corresponding Secretary of the Prisoners’ Aid Association of 
Canada, we recommend that the communication be received and adopted, 
and the suggestion re the appointment of a co-operating committee be 
acted upon.

2. That the recommendation from Boseneath Circuit and Cobourg 
District, in reference to our missionary at Alder ville giving one service 
each Lord’s Day to Roseneath Circuit, be granted, provided the Missionary 
Committee do not lessen the grant to Alderville Mission.

3. That the recommendation from Picton District, re Minutes of Con­
ference, be referred to the Conference.

4. That having read the memorial from Brighton District, re Invitation 
System, we recommend that the Conference request our ministers and lay­
men to discourage that system as far as possible.
