MONTREAL STREET RAIL-
WAY MEN ACCEPT FINDING.

The award of the board of arbitra-
tion which sat in the Montreal
Tramways case was announced to
the Tramways employes at & mass
meeting. The rank and file of the
employes regard the award as favor-
able, and over 80 per cent of them
voted for its acceptance. The award
is to go into effect on July 1st.

Increases run from § to 12 cents
per hour for those pald by the hour
and twenty to twenty-five per cent
for those paid by the month. There
were no changes in the working
conditions,

The conditions of the award were
as follows:

For motormen and conductors:
First year men, 37 cents per hour;
second year men, 40 cents;” third
year men, 44 cents; and for men of
upwards of four years' service, 48
dents. The present wages pald to
the four classes named are 51 cents,
33, 35 and 37 conts, respectively,

The shop workers are to receive a
flat increase of 12 cents per hour. At
mt they receive from 20 to 35

All other men paid by the hour,
such as switehmen, hillmen, etc., are
to be Increased to 30 ecents per hour,
the present scale being 33 cents.

In the case of thowe paid by the
month, such as clerks, tors,
ete,, those at present recoiving less
than $100 per month are to be in«
creased 25 per cent, while those
being pald more than 9" receive a
20 per cent increase,
