The foregoing message, sent ”out
this morning, signed by G. A. Kirk
president of the board of trade, and ad-
dressed to Sir Mackenzie Bowell, ex

‘' presses very accurately  the opinion en-
tertained by the Ieading business fen of
Victoria in regard 'to the threateneéd re-
jection by the senate of the Yukon rail-
way bill. It is probable (that no mea-
sore of political significance ever re-
ceived a more nearly unanimous endor-
sation from business men of all shades
of opinion than the measure proposed by
the Liberal government in ratification of
the contract entered into with Messts.
Mackenzie and Mann, and from those
interviewed this morning by a Times re-
porter the 'strongest expressions of re-
great that the action of the senate was
likely to be fatal to-the passage of the
bill were obtained.

Mr. D. R. Ker, of the Brackman &

M. John Piercy is perhaps mare em-
phatic than anyone in his -denunciation |
of the adtion of the senate’if it results |
in the delay of :he building of ‘the road.
After the trouble which has been taken
to secure information in regard‘to the
matter, and after the people have recog-
nized so plainly the necessity which ex-
ists for 1mmediate action Mr. Piercy
thinks the action of the senate in killing
the bill would be Buicidal.

"Mr. F. C. Davidge says: “We must
have the railway, and I eannot think the
senate will take any waction whieh
will result in the -construction of the
road being delayed. I cannot
believe the senate would kill the present
contract without having some asstirance
that another arrangement can be, made
forthwith to avoid the harm which must
result from any delay. If the trade is to
be diverted into Canadian channels the
road must be built, and quickly. A sea-
son’s delay would work irretrievable
harm to the Province and the Dominion,
and it seems inconceivable that the sen-
ate would take any action which ‘would
result so detrimentally to the best inter-
ests of Canada.” L

These, although not by any meauns the
only opinions obtained, are sufficiently in-
dicative of the sentiment generallky enter-
tained by the leading business men of
the city. It is recognized on .all hands.
that ‘the building 6f the road is a difficult
and arduous undertaking, that it is a
work of paramount necessity in the in-
terests of the province, and several gen-
tlemen have contented themselves when
asked their opinion in regard to the mat-
ter with saying, that they will not be-
+lieve until conviction is forced upon them
that the senate will ‘'allow themselves to
be guilty of so grievous a blunder as the
throwing”out of the measure. “If any
alternative scheme were proposed,” they
say, “it would be a different matter, but
as this is.the best that offers, the extreme
urgency of the case warrants the govern-
ment in continuing it, if possible, by any
other means, even in defiance of the ac-
tion of the senate.”

The council of the Vancouver bbard of
trade sent the following telegram to the
senate this morning: “Whereas the open-
ing of communication with the Yukon
district is of vital importance to the inter:
ests of this country; and whereas such
communieation is, in the opinion of this
council to be most quickly obtained by
the construction of a railway between
Teslin lake and some Canadian port;
therefore be it resolved, that the council
of the Vancouver board of' trade prays
the parliament of Canada to legislate for
the i'nmediate construction of a railway
in  Canadian territory, between Teslin
lake and the port which . may be found
to be mogt suitable on thé apast of Brit-
ish Columbia, and to px'ovi&ii1 that the
portion of the line between Glenora and
Teslin lake ‘'shall be completed. by Sep-
tember the first of this year.,”

The steamer Amur errived from Skag-
way, Dyea and Wrangel this morning
with six passengers and a very light car-
go. She left Skagway on Wednesday
last and proceeded to Wrangel, experi-
encing cold yet clear ‘weather to that
port, where a stay of about twelve
hours was made before she continued
her voyage to Victoria., The Amur re-
ports the following vessels: ‘The City of
Seattle and Czarina were entering Skag-
way harbor when she left: the Islander
was at Juneau, bound north; the steam-
er George W. Elder and the bark Rich-
ard IIL, in-tew’of ‘the tug Lorne, were
entering Queen Charlotte Sound and the
steamers Centennial and Tees were seen
just above Seymour Narrows.

DIED AT DAWSON

L. B. Hamlin, Civil Engineer, of This
City, Met Death in the
. Frozen North.

 With a Companion He Took Pa:t ina

Rusk 'to 'Reindéer CreekKand” '
Was Lost. L)

Spent a Night in the Mountains and
Died from the Effects
of Exposure,

L. B. Hamlin, civil engineer, of this
city, who was sent to the Yukon country
by the provincial government to report
on the corfdition of the rivers between
Teslin Lfke and Dawson, City, died in
the Klondike metropolis on February 18,
from the ‘effects of cold and exposure.
Mr. Hamlin and a companion had taken
part in a rush to Reindeer Creek, a
branch of Dominion Creek, and were re-
turning to Dawson to record the ciaims
they had staked, when they lost their
way. All night they wandered around
looking for shelter, ithe weathér ‘béing
bitterly cold. Just as  daylight was
breaking they reached ‘a cabin, but, by
this time Mr. Hamlin, Who was fully
sixty years of age, and physically. unfit
for such a trip, was thoronzhly exhaust-
ed, and soon after arriving at the eabin
he lapsed 1mto uncomsciousness. “Word
was sent to Dawson and the Mounted
Police dog team was sent out to bring
Mr. Hamlin in to the hospital. * The trip
occupied several days, and all the. time
the patient was unconscious. He arriy-
ed at the Dawson hospital on the morn-
ing of February 16, and John Piche, the
government courier, who arrived here.on
Saturday, went .in to,see Mr. Hamilin
a few hours before he started for the
coast. The doctor then said there wgs
no hope. On his way ouf Mr. Piche t
a trip up Henderson Creek. When he
returned to the Yukon river wgain  pe
met a miner who had left Dawson af;;r
him, and from him learned of Mr. I{a.xp-
lin’s death. b3

The deceased, previous to his trip .1
the Yukon, had for a number of yeg

a vesidént of Vietoria. He -was
a natiye of New Brunswick, and came
to British- Columbia in 1880 with"the
engineering corps engaged on the Onder-
donk sectivn of the Canadian Pacific
railway. On the completion of the work
he came to®Victoria and giving up the
practice of his profession lived a retire
life. Just before the collapse of Eg
real estate boom he was induced to enter
into partnership with Francis Bouchijer’
in the reil estate .hnsiness, and this ab-
sorbed his entire fortune. After the dis-
solution of the firm Mr. Hamlin again
entered upon the practice of his profes-
sion, and had almost continually been en-
gaged hy the provinecinl government,

Mr. Hamlin leaves a widow, a resident
of Victoria, but no family. ;
