Very partial to pasture 
fields, particularly where sheep run, 
there are several places near the city 
where Its white cap an 1 pink gllto 
attract the gatherer. None of the bad 
growths can be mistaken for It The 
gills turn a brown, later a black, be- 
fore decay. . A . ...

How could anybody mistake this 
second- variety? The morel 1b pale 
buff In color, It la deeply honeycomb­
ed and pitted, and its stem is partly 
hollow. In Queen’s Park or Trinity 
College Grounds, In High Park, To­
ronto, or down at the Biverdale, even 
In Clarence Square, It 1b Indigenous to 

great many of our city breathing 
spaces—this Morchella Esculents— 
and a dllegent ambulator may gather 
him by the big basketful, so prolific 
is the crop, any time from the sea­
son's opening till late on in Novem- 

Hunt for morels wherever you 
see a patch of filled land. Many is 
the big, tasty mess come from the 
city "water-side dumps, even, and they 
say that an enthusiast has named a 
near morel a—haunter of the earth 
backing to the sea-wall—after a one­
time controller. Nothin* will bring 
out the morels tike the warm, damp 
nights to be looked tor during Sep­
tember. .. , .

Pronounced by epicures the choic­
est of all mushrooms, the third of our 
local grass-fleshes, is termed by the 
learned, the Agaricus Procerus. Any 
one will enjoy swallowing a tooth- 
pome dish ot, these*, gather than the 
name. Once a£tin ll 1» not under­
standable how an amateur, the veriest 
tyro, can mistake this variety for any 
detested toadstool ever trod under 
foot. Like the last. It is a buff color, 
but spotted with dark shaggy patches, 
and to secure the parasol mushrooms 
frequent any place where cattle pas­
ture or horses graze, or seek the mar­
gins of woods.

You do not need to take my word 
for it ‘’Wherever,” says an author­
ity, "an agaric on a long stalk, en 
larged at the base, presents a dry 
cuticle, more ori less Bcaly, a darker 
colored umbonated top, a moveable 
ring on the stalk, and white gills, It 
must be the agaricus procerus, and 
It may be gathered and eaten without

pocketful, or a peck, you will like 
the tender succulence of the shaggy- 
maned variety—Coprlnus comatus— 
common all over, and a delicious, nu­
tritious dainty of the fields. Yet once 
more, no poisonous kind looks like it
__In shape of a closed umbrella, of a
downy whiteness, beautifully spotted 
with brown. Beneath it Is a delicate 
pink when young, but speedily turns 
black and dissolves into an inky sub­
stance, leaving but the bare stalk 
Standing. You can often have them as 
late as December.

Remindful of a ‘‘swell” dinner, 
that name—he’s the fairy-ring mush­
room, and may be growing in the 
coming fortnight right outside your 
window, unbeknown, unless you ac­
quaint yourself with the buff-colored, 
leathery-looking fungus, growing in 
crescent-shaped patches, or some­
times forming irregular rings. The 
full, soft masses may be picked and 
strung, it is said, and retain their 
piquant flavor for years.

Slow and sure now, gleaner of the 
wood-lots! The false fairy ring dif­
fers from the true In the gills and in | 
the lines under the cap—where they I 
are crowded close together, and not I 
wide apart as in the true food. The 1 
false kind has a depressed cap, the 
true has It always mounded. Also, if I 
it’s taste is acrid and not sweet and 
agreeable, reject it.—C.M.C., in To- | 
ronto Star Weekly.

A Delver In Figures.
A book has just been printed at 

Lindsay, prepared by the town audi­
tor, H. J. Lytle, that represents many j 
months, or even years, of tedious, ex­
acting labor. The copy contained over 
two hundred thousand calculations, 
only one-half, however, being used in | 
the published work. It is somewhat i 
difficult for one not versed In muni- ! 
cipal lore to understand the magni­
tude of the work, but an idea can be 
formed from the fact that any rates 
levied by a council which can be ex­
pressed by one or any possible com­
binations of two or three figures, où | 
amounts from $100, increasing by 
sums of $100 until $9,900 Is reached, 
are to be found on its pages, or, In 
other words, every rate from one mill 
to nine and ninety-nlne-hundredtb I 
mills Is furnished. In order to make j 
the work as nearly perfect as possible ; 
after reading the proofs with the 
copy, Mr. Lytle again proved the cal­
culations mentally without the copy. 
He disclaims any credit for ability in ] 
his work, further than a little stick- 
to-it-iveness.

Mr. Lytle's book will never figure! 
among the best sellers, nor will he 
coin money with it. Only one copy 
will probably be sold in any munici­
pality and possibly not that many in j 
some of the smaller communities.

A NORTHERN PRELATE.
Bishop ReevC Knows the Wild as Few 

Men Do.
The largest diocese in the world Is 

that of Bishop Reevu of Mackenzie 
River. One scarcely realizes the Im­
mensity of Canada’s hinterland until 
he has heard of it from one who, like 
Bishop Reeve, has spent his life be­
yond the outposts of civilization. Re­
cently In a lecture In Toronto-his lord- 
ship told something of his life in the 
north. He has a “diocese” of half a 
million square miles, while another 
300,000 square miles were also In Ms 
charge. “Standing at my door-step 
(if we had a step, of which I am not 
certain), it was 2,000 miles by trail 
to my farthest station,” said Bishop 
Reeve, “almost as far as from here 
to the Pacific coast. We had to hunt 
for almost all our food, and In those 
days It took three months to reach 
my post at Fort Simpson.”

Bishop., Reeve showed some most 
Interesting slides of tar sand-banks on 
the AthabSaca River, where coal-oil is 
surely to be found, and will one day 
prove- most valuable, and where natr 
ural gu* Is extremerly abundant, and 
gushes dut inlets In places, which If 
lighted, flares to a height of 16 or 20

“Part of thë*%rritory Is semi-Arc­
tic,” said Bishop Reeve, “with coarse 
grasses, a few wlUows, and nothing 
else. Ôn the Arctie Coast all 4» dreary 
desolation. The only wood they find 
stranded on the river banks, having 
floated down. Strange to say, wild 
flovfers grow in some profusion on 
Arctic shores, and' ho lees than 160 
different varieties were discovered by 
a man In that region, who made a 
hobby of searching for them.

‘‘I have seen mountain» of Ice form­
ed,” said the bishop, "by the water 
pushing the ice away to the banks, 
sometime» throwing up great ice 
boulders over on top of the other, 
making If look tike a miniature Roo­
ky Mountains. Once the water roee 
50 feet, owing to an leer Jam, and 
everyone became extremely fearfuL” 

The biàhop spoke ot some half- 
breed Crises at Fort CMppewln, on 
Athabasca Lake, who, although Eng­
lish, was a foreign tofigtife to them# 
could repeat two gospels, twqoollecta, 
two epistles, and two hyttùÿf perfect­
ly in Sunday school. “Uharo asked 
many civilized children if. ljb$y could 
do this,” the bishop declared, “and 
have never yet been answered In the 
affirmative.”

After being nearly burne*30 death 
with his wife, Bishop Reevp ljved for 
years In a shack, 11 feet square, 
building for his successor * wooden 
house which It took three year» to 
complete.

Slides were shown of Indian» and 
Esquimaux carrying their babies on 
their backs In moss bags, covered 
with a shawl. "The chlldem were dir­
ty tittle things when they came out 
of the woods,” said the bishop.

"The Esquimaux girls,” continued 
Bishop Reeve, "were, many of them, 
quite pretty and rosy-cheeked, like 
the daughter of an Ontario fanner. 
Their great endeavor was tonwear as 
much hair as possible, and the older 
the lady, the more hair she had, for 
she would steal her husband's and 
mix It with her own, and even make 
her ‘bun’ appear larger by padding tt 
with mud. It was combed perhaps 
twice a year.” ■'*

"To speak of the newfy discovered 
Esquimaux as blonde la a misnomer. 
I was talking to Mr. Sfefaxisaon, and 
he told me that very few indeed were 
really fair.

"Fish was the staple food in mnny 
places, and for two years on end 1 
lived on nothing but fish and potatoe» 
three times a day. The fish was often 
rbtten and once we1 lived on rotten 
fish for four days. Bêàr also Is a fav­
