BosTon, Mass 11 Two
wen and a boy were killed tonight
in turbulent outbreaks growing
out of the strike. There
were numerous injuries of a minor
nature to members of mobs, police
officers and state guardsmen

The most disturbances
were in the vieinity of Scollay
Square and South Boston. Caval-
ry charged the crowds and a ma-
chine gun was used, one man being
killed and several wounded by its
fire. At a late hour the mob was
still out of control

Property damage was slight com-
pared to that inflicted by the wild
rampage of hoodlums last night.

One of the most serious elements
in the complicated outlook was the
possibility of sympathetic strikes
by labor unions which have declar-
ed their support of the policemen’s
union. Like the patrolmen’s orga-
nization, most of these unions are
affiliated with the American Fed-
eration of Labor. The crowd early
