“The committee of the Miramichi Re-
ligious Tract Society beg to . present this,
the Society’s Thirty-second Annual Re-
port. During the thirty-two years of its
existence the society has always adhered
to the principles and object of its founders
in year after year placing at the lowest
price passible within the reach of the
people of (Mimmichi and neighborhood,
the publication of the Lomdon R. Tract
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Society. In this long period our S8o-
ciety has been instrymental in distributing
& very great number of tracts on almost
every useful lnbiect,‘in furnishing a num-
ber of Sabbath Schodls with libraries at a
very small cost, and in spreading amongst
the homes of the people a great number of
valuable books, containing sound religions
instraction, and supplying an autidote to
the effusions of scepticem and materialism,
“which fail not to make their appearance
year after year. Hearit may not be out of
place to mention the fact, that of the four-
teen gentlemen who met at Chatham on
the 12th day of May, 1846, and organized
our gociety, there are only three, as far as
known to us, now living, viz; Messrs.
Henry Cunard, Richard Hutchison and
Allan A. Davidson. Thoeugh the large ma-
jority of these gentlemen have passed
-away to their eternal reward and rest, yet
their good work remains » blessing in our
| society which is a noble memorial to their
ckristian worth and benevalent character.
Tho’ dead, they speak to us, asking ns to
support by our prayers andactive sympa-
thy the society in its efforts to do the
good work in this part of our beloved land
for which they founded it. Nor will we
be recreant to the precious trust. | The
operations of the society in the digsemina-
tion of religious literature for the past year
have been more limited than in former
years, for two reasons. In the first place,
the society’s field is almost wholly limited

attributed to their inferiority either as to
matter or form. What then is the cause?
Iu 11: that the people’s desire and taste for
lit e are less extensive and
keen in 1877 than they were in 1865?
