The American Generals.

A third letter from one of Prince Napoleon’s
party, and by some supposed/to have been writ-
ten by the Prince himself, appears in the Paris
# Opimone Nationale of Sept. 4. © 'We  extract
the following interesting personal paragraphs :—

GeneRAL Scorr.—General Scott is a. man of
enormous height and corpulence, aged about 75
years, gouty, worn out, almost ended. He is
Lieutenant General, a grade corresponding to
that of Marshal, and to which is attached the
permanent command of the regular army in time
of peace as well as in time of war. Inthe United
States there is but one Lieutenant General, and
he is in perpetuity Commander—in-Chief of the
army, a sort of War Minister for life, while
the Cabinet officer who has the title of Minister
of War, is more “specially charged with the mili-
tary administration, General Scott, thercfore,
directs all the operations of the present war, just
as in France the Minister of War directs the
armies. in the field commanded by generals-in-
chief. General Seott, is, or rather has beea—for 1
repeat he has thejuir of amun whose caregr is end-
ed true gentleman,the manner of an Eng'ishGen-
eral, well educated, enlightened, and belonging,
as well by his age as his manners, to quite a
different generation than the present one. He
has never commanded any but the regular army,
in contrast to the militia. Tt was at the head of
the regular army that, in 1847, he made the
splendid campaign of Mexico, landed at  Vera
Cruz, marched on the cgpital, which he seized
after an obstinate baitle, while Genmeral Taylor,
on the frontiers of Texas, sud at the head of
American wilitia,won the-victory of Buena Vista.
General Scott, who is a very gallant man, has,
besides, an excessive self love ; his countrymen
have so often compared him to Napoleon  that
the comparison has ended by making some im-
pression on him. He likes to recall the fact that
he has never been defeated, and even that in his
wilitary career the enemy bas never taken from
him either o detachment or a post.

GeNERAL M'CreLLAN.—General M’Clellan

commanded, some days ago, in WesternVirginia
a province half subjected and half revolied.

Charged with th: duty of pacifying it, he ac-
quitted himself of that mission with the greatest
success. Of the two secessionist generals who
opposed him one ‘was taken with his whole
coluwan, the other was killed and his troops dis-
persed. Thesc successes which American exag-
geration has transformed into great wvictories,
have given from day to day,an immense populari-
es to M’Clellan. You see his name =t New
York on placards, on banners, in the newspaper
headings, with the phrase, “ McClellan—two
victories inone day.” After the battle of
Bull Run, to which 1 shall again refer, the Pre-
sident called McClellan to the command of the
conquered and demorslized army. He has
therefore under his or'er at this moment the
troops reassembled on the Potomac, from Har

per’s Ferry to the sea. He has the tide of Gen- |,

eral of Divisson—Major General—a position
which corresponds to that of General of Division
having nded, or nding a corps of
the army. There are at present only two offi-
cers of that grade in the United States—McClel-
lan and the celebrated traveller known under the
name of Coolnel Fremont, wi.o has onee- been a
candidate for the Presidency. He commands
the small Federal army which operates against
the secessionists in the Mississippi val-
ley, in the State of Missouri, around St. Louis.
It is, thevefore, in the hands of Gen. McClellan
that the North has placed its military destinies,
and the care of avenging the shanieful defeat of
Bull Run. 'The conneetions of Gen. MeClellan
with Gen. Scott are almost those of a general of
the army with the Minister of War. Gen. Mc-
Clellan, a pupil of West Point Academy,isa
man of thirty five years of age, very small insta-
ture, with black bair and mustaches, an intelli-
gent, open and most agreeable countenance, and
a simple and modest bearing. Should you see
hum in the streets in Paris you ‘would certainly
takefhim to be s French officer.of engingers or
of artillery,

GeNeraL BeAURESARD.~1 have told you of the
Generals commanding the Northern Army. The
details which I send you would be incomplete were
1 not to speak also of those who commend the
South srmy. G 1 B gard is of
French origin, thatis to say, his family emigra-
ted from France to Canada about a hupdred and
fifty years since. His father left the English co-
lony to heceme a citisenr of the United States,,
%nd settled in New Orleans. Hefthere chariged
his'#eligion, abjuring Protestantism and embras
eing catholicity, which is the .religion of the
General and his family. A pupil of West Point
Beauregard was a Lieutenant Colonel in the re~
gular army when the war broke out,  He had
just been appointed Superintendent of the West
Point Academy. The Go of his state,
Louisiana, recalled him, mede him leave - the
Federal army, and President Jefferson Davis im-
mediately conferred upon him the rauk of Gen=
eral and the command of the trogps at Charles-
ton: We know that that eemmand gave him
the opportbmity of firing the first can-

= ot shot which rent the flag of thirty-four sters.

He bombarded and toek Fort Sumpter, & suc-
cess which achieved him an immense popularity.
When the secessfon army formed to march on
Washington, Besuregard was invested with the
grade of General of Division—Major General,
Beauregard is forty years of age. He is ‘small,
brown, thin, extremely vigoureus, although his
features wear a tired expressien, and his hair has
whitened prematurely. ¥ace, physiognomy,
tongue, acoent, everything about him 1s French,
His bravery is great and nndeniable, and every-
thing denotes in him if nct a superior general
intelligence, at least a very remarkable military
aptitude. He is quick, a little abrupt, snd al-
though weli educated and disttaguished in his
manners, he must sometimes offend, less by
what he says than by his manner of saying it.
Perhaps he doesnot repress with sufficient care
the manifestations of an ardent personality which
knows its worth, and towhich an immense mili-
tary success may have given a legitimate self-
confidence. Heis extremely impassioned in the
defence of the cause which he serves; at least,
he takes less care te conceal his passion under
a calm and cold exterior than do most of his
comrades of either army. To sum up all, the
South has found in him & man of ac uncommon
ardour, a ceaseless activity and indomitable pow-
er of will—characters by which we reccgnize the
men destined to win battles and to lead parties.
