ing the return of the pirates to Michigan,
and Dr. Dunlop, with the Huron, 4ud part
of the Kent Militia, bad oeenpied a posi-
tion on our main lund, for the purpose of
giving them a British reception; in the
event of their making any hostile move.
ments. An attack was expected that day
at Amberstburgh from another body of
pirates, for which the troops and wlunteers
stationed there were fully prepared.

Despatches have been received to-day

at Amherstburgh, enelosing a report from
Major Townshend, of the despersion, by
the force detached, under the cammand,
from the parvison of Amhersthuth, of a
piratical band assembled at Fighting 1a-
land, near that place. Major Fownshend's
foree consisted of Captain Browh's eom-
pany of the 32d, a conipany of the 83d,
under Lieut. Kelsall, a detachment of
Royal Artillery, under Captaiy Glasgow,
and a body of Militia. Captain Glasgow
soont opened a fire that greatly discom-
posed the tebels, bat relying upon the ice
being tooweak to bear the troops, they
were not inclined to abandon theip posi-
tion, tifl they saw the company of the 82d,
closely followed by that of the 83d, advane.
ing to attack the island. They then took
to flight, leaving beliind their cannon,
muskets (mostly all new, stolen, proabbly,
from American arsenals,) and provisions.
The highest praise is piven by Major
Townshend, to the Militia, for the effec:
tual assistance rendered by them on the
occasion.

Bxtract from a letter, dated Tort Henry,
Kingston, 26th Feh.

“You will have heard, that there
was'a late attempt at a rising of our infa-
tuated neighbours in this vicinity. Several
sleighs loaded with arms were taken on
Friday last, in and about the village of
Napanee, on their way to a place ealled
the Four Corners, about seven milés from
Batly, where the people from Hastings,
Belleville, Lennox and Addineton, &e.
were to meet to march. upon Kingston,
and in conjunction with the vagabonds
from French Creek, destroy the good old
town. This, however, is all put down,
and the rebels are safely lodged in this
Fort. The majority of these men are the
same who were liberated in December, by
our too lenient Governor.”
