half a century, and throw an influence into the soale
of the democraticéportion of the state, which would
weigh down every thing which conld possibly be
opposed to it. It was clearly seen, that the right
which the House of Assembly had been injudici-
ously allowed from the first to acquire, of initinting
all money grants, had thrown into their hands all
the influence to be derived frog@the disposal of the
public revenne, and had e red upon them a
power against which the FXecutive aided by the
Prerogative, and the disposal of the Crown Reve-
naes conld with great difficulty maintain itself.
