Carraiy Owen, R. N.. employed in 11 M.

A Coxrtrast—A singular contrast is
gning on at present between the conduct
of the Government of a State of the North
American Union and the British Gevern-
ment of Canada.

A couple of years ago, a large number
of the people of the State of Rhode Island
insisted on a change in the established
Constitation, which is still founded on the
charter granted to the Colony by King
Charles the Second in 1663. They wish-
ed to aseimilate it more to the Conatita
tion of the other States of the Union, and
to extend the right of sufferage. This was
resisted by the established aathorities, and
finally the Reformers assembled in some
places in arms.  They were attackegnd
dispersed ; martial law was proclainfied,
and many persons arrested. 'We believe,
however, no lives were lost. A Mr. Dorr,
who was elected Governor under a new
Constitution which they had proclaimed,
fled, after being at the head of an armed
assemblage.  Having lately returned fo
the State, which was in perfect tranquil-
lity, he was arrested and tried, as well as
several others ; on Dorr's trial, the jury-
men who had voted for the new Constitu-
tion, were objected to on the part of the Go-
vernment, and a verdict was obtained
against him on the 7th instant, for Hien
Treason.

The following is from a Bosion paper
of the 9th May :—

“ The Rhode Island Algerine Jury has
returned, as it was selected to do, a ver-
dict of “ guilty of treason” against Thos.
W. Dorr.  On Tuesday morning the pri-
soner being brought up for sentence, mo-
ved an arrest on judgment, and for a new
trial, on the ground that the jury was not
legally organized ; that improper evidence
was admitted, and proper evidence re-
jected ; and that the court misdirected the
The court have ns-
signed the second Monday of June next
for hearing this motion.”—( Post.)

Proceedings similar to those of Rliode
Island took place in Canada in 1837, 1838
and 1839 ; armed assemblages musteged
against the established Governmeniglin
many parts of the country: martiof¥faw
was proclaimed and much blood shed. A
number of persons taken with arms in
their hands, or who had been in arms,
were executed for high treason. The lead-
ers fled, and many of them have since re-
turned, some of them even taking an ac-
tive part in new dissensiuns ; but they
have remained unmolested, while the chief
actors in the Rdode Island reform, have
been subjected to all the severity of the
law, after a period of two years peace.

We prefer the oblivion nn-}7 pardon
acted upon by the British Government in
Canada, but we should like that it were
allowed the benefit of the contrast, with
the Government of a free and independ-
ent State of the North American Repub-
lic, and that this contrast should aid in pro=
moting the peace of the country, which

justifies the lenity of its Government.—

The Harriet wae the property of Messrs. Bonl
eott, of Punl-wharf, London, 8he left England in
June, 183D, and has consequently been absent near-
